She makes
a dozen difierent kinds of sandwiches,
four kinds of good pie, coffee, tea and
chocolate, | boxes -of biscuit and
bottle of pickles for sale, and makes
money. Her daughter stands behind
the counter aiel she is in the back
room, where she now employs three
helpers. Many and many an evening
it has been necessary to stand im line
to get into the sandwich shop, and
her daughter says that often in the
rush seaspn’ they are kept hard at
work until two o’clock in the morning

The secret of their success is not a
lack of competition, for there'is a
delicatessen shop withim a stone’s
throw of the place. But in the delica-
tessen . shop the woman and her help-
ers are unkempt, wear greasy blue
aprons, wipe their . knives and other
utensils on soiled cloths, tear off rag-
ged bits of paper to wrap purchases
in and furnish sandwiches that are al-
ways open to suspicion. While the
successful women are dainty in their
cleanliness, pleasant and dignified and
the food they sell is perfect of its kind
and is delicately served.
