VIsITOR.-None but Parents or Guardians are permitted to visit ~Pupils ; ether visitors can only be permitted by letter of
introduction to the Principal or the Lady Superintendent.

7th. No Pupil can Ibe allowed te spend any portion of her time out of College during the Term, unless accompanied by her Parent or
Guardian.

8th. Ail Pupils are required to attend the College Chapel Services.

9th. A report of the progress, conduct and- general proficiency of each Pupil, will be sent to Parents or Guardians at the end
of each Term.
