Read history, comentaries, bio.
maphies, as helps, but nel as au-
thorities. Don't read too many
books.  Scrupulously avoid be-
comirg a “book worm.” Recol-
feet that your suceess as a minis-
ter depends to a large extent on
your ainiableness.  Cultivate this
grace,
