In the recent Synod meeting of the Angli-
cian church in this city, ourold friend Dr. Roy
moved:—That this Synod instruet its delegates
tothe provincial Synod respectfully to request
that body to appoint a committee of repres-nta-
tive men to confer with any similar comwmittees
appointed by other Christian bodies 1 the
purpose of ascertaining the possibility ot hon-
orable union with such bodies, and, if such a
union be found possible without sacritice of es-
sential Christian principles, to formulate a
scheme for effecting such union.”

Dr Roy said this was a subjsct on which he
felt very deeply. The resolution simply asked
