Votiog the wmopey for defraying the charges of the civil list,
is annually a boue of contention.

* The public schools in Lower Canada were established in
1801, and, however beueficial they might be to that trifling
part of the population that speak the Erglish language, they
are worse thao useless to the bulk of the inhabitauts ; principal-
ly from the appoiutment of the schoolmasters being exclusively
vested in government. ‘The Canadian part of the house of
assembly have been willing to let this act, impolitic and injudi-
cious as it is, as a geueral measure, remain oo the statute-book,
for the beuefit of those for whose education it is solely intended
and adopted ; but have beea invariably foiled in the several at-
tempts they have made to introduce parochial school-bills, un-
der which the choice of additional schoolmasters would be vested
in the landholders of most consequence and iufluence in the res-
pective parishes ; this rational plan of education was successively
adopted by the house of assembly, and rejected, or defeated, by
the other branches of the legislature in 1818, 1819, 1821, 1822
and in the least session ; so that it is wholly upou the zeal, pub-
lic spirit, and liberality of individuals i which indeed are most
extensive and exemplary,) that the education of the mass of
the people depends. as the laws now stand.
