This
devotod Churchman, for many years a re-
sident of London, Ontario, and aftorwards
Archdaacon of Assinibois, waa appeinted
Bishop in 1874, on the formation of the
diocese, when he raceived his commission
from the Archbishcp of Camterbury, un-
der the authority of Her Majesty's man-
date. The commirsion of appeintment
waa all he got. No provision was made
for the maintonance of the diocess; no
endowment was created and he was left,
by his own request, entirely unaided, to
gecuro such a fund as would place the
financial affairs of the diocese on a satis-
factory basiv. Nothingdounted by the
difficulty of this undertoking, ke visited
England twice, and but recently returned
from his sscond visit, having succeeded
in ralsing a diocosan emdowment of $50,
000, which has been invasted in Usna-
diam 4 per cent bonds at 90. He alse
succeeded in mising a considerable
amount towards the sum mecessary to
erect & training college, and a further
sum of $3,500 towards the endowment ef
