How
great the.love of David, since, for his sake, the king-
dom was not taken away from his son when he fell
into idolatry-! ow-great the innocence of - Daniel,
since he had it revealed to him in this life that le
should persevere to the end! What then the faith,
the zeal, the love, the innocence of Mary, since it
prepared-her after so brief a period to be the Mother
aof:God ! .

Hence you see, my brethren, that our Lady’s glo-
ries do not rest simply on her maternity ; that dis-
tinction is rather the crown of them: unless she bad
been  full of grace,” as the Angel speaks, unless she
had been predestinated to be the Queen of Saints, un-
less she bad merited more than all men and Angels
together, she would not have fitly been cxalted to her
unspeakable dignity. "The TFeast of the Annuncia-
tion, when Gabriel came to her, the Christmas Feast,
when Christ was born, is the centre, not the range of
her glories ; it is the noon of her day, the measure of
her beginning and her ending. It recalls our thonghts
to the Feast of her Conception, and tlen it carries
them on to the Feast of the Assuinption. Itsuggests
to.us how pure had been her rising, and it anticipates
for us how glorious was to be her setting.

-Come, my dear brethren, I would not weary you
with argument in a festive season ; yet, let me finish
as I have begun ;—1I will e brief, and bear with me
if I.view the bright Assminption of our Lady,as I have
done her immaculate purity, rather as a point of doc-
trine, than as a theme for devotion.

It was surely fitting then, it was becoming, that
she should be taken up into heaven and not lie in the
grave Lill Christ’s second coming, who had passed u
Itfe of sanctity and of miracle such as hers. Al the
works of God are in a beantiful harmony ; they are
ou-1o the end as they begin. Thisis the difficulty
which men of the world find in believing miracles at
all ; they think these break the order and consistency
of: God’s visible world, not knowing that they do but
subserve to a higher order of things, and introduce a
supernatural perfection. Dut at least, my brethren,
when one miracle is wrought, it may be expected to
draw. others after it to complete whatis begun, Mir-
acles- must be wrought for some great end; and if
the course of things fell back again into a natural or-
der before its termination, how could we but feel a
disappointment? and, if we were told that this was to
be; how could we but judge the information impro-
bable and diflicult to belicve? Now this applies to
the history of our Lady. I say, it would be a grea-
ter miracle, if, her life being what it was, ber death
was like that of other men, than if it were such as to
carrespond to herlife. Who can conceive, my breth-
ren, that God should so repay the debt 1le condes-
cended to owe to IHis Mother, for is human body,
as.to allow the flesh and blood from which it was
tuken to moulder in the grave? Do the sons of men
thus deal with their mothers? do they not nourish and
sustain them in their feebleness, and keep them in life
while they are able? Or who can conceive, that
that virginal {rame, which never sinned, was to un-
dergo the death of a sinner?  Why should' she share
the curse of Adam, who had no share in his fall?
< Dust thou art, and unto dust thou shalt return,” was
the. sentence upon sin ; she then who was nota sinner,
fitly never saw corruption. She died then, my breth-
ren, because even our Y.ord and Saviour died ; she
died, as she suftered, because she was in this world,
because she was in a state of things in which suffering
and death was the rule. She lived under their ex-
ternal sway ; and, as she obeyed Camsar by coming
for corolment to Bethlehem, so did she, when God
willed it, yield to the tyranny of death, and was dis-
solved into soul and body, as well as others. But
though she. died as well as others, she died not as
athers die; for, through the merits of her Son, by
whom she was what she was, by the grace of Christ
which in her had anticipated sin, which had filled her
with light, which had purified her flesh from all defile-
ment, she .had been saved from disease and malady,
-apd.all that weakens and decays the bodily frame.
Original sin had not been found in her, throngh the

Letus
copy her faith, who received God’s message by the
Angel without a doubt ; her patience, who endured
St. Joseph’s surprise without a word j her obedience,
who went up to Bethlchem in the winter and bore our
Liord in a stable; her meditative spirit, who pondesr-
ed in her heart what she saw and heard about Tim ;
her fortitude, whose heart the sword went theough 5 her
sel-surrender, who gave Him up durivg His ministry

and consented 1o Tlis death.

Above all let us imitate her purity, who, rather
than relinguish her virginity, chesa to-lose Him for a
Bon. O my dear children, young men and: young
women, what need have you of the intercession of the
Virgin-mother, of her help, of her pattern, in this re-
spect ! What shall bring you forward in the narrow
way, il you live in the world. but the thought and the
patronage of Mary?  What shall seal your senses,
what shall tranquillise your leart, when sizhts and
soinds of danger are around you, but Mary? what
shall give you patience and endurance, when you ave
wearied out with the length of the conflict with evil,
with the unceasing necessity ol precautions, with the
irksomeness of observing them, with the tediousness
of their repetition, with the strain upon your mind,
with your forlorn and cheerless condition, hut a lov-
ing communion with her? She will comfort you in
vour discouragements, solace you in your fatigue, raise
vou after your falls, reward you for your successes!
iShe will show you her Son, your God and your all.
When your spirit within you is excited, or relaxed, or
depressed, when it loses its balance, when it is rest-
less and wayward, when it is sick of what it has, and
hankers after what it has not, when your eye is soli-
cited with evil, and your mortal {frame trembles under
the shadow of the Tempter, what will bring to your-
selves, to peace and to health, but the cool breath of
the Immaculate and the fragranee of the Rose of
Saron? Ttis the hoast of the Catholic Religion,
that it has the gift of making the young heart chaste ;
and why is this, but thatit gives us Jesus for cur food,
and Mary for our nursing Mother?  Fulfil this boast
in yourselves ; prove to the world that you are fol:
lowing no false teaching, vindicate the glory of your
Mother Mary, whom the world blasphemes, in the
very face of the world, by the simplicity of your own
deportment, and the sanctity of your wordsand deeds.
Go to her for the royal heart of innocence. She is
the beautiful gift of God, which outshines the fascina-
tions of a bad-world, and which no one ever sought in
sincerity and was disappointed. ¢ She is more preci-
ous than all riches; and all things that are desired
are. not to be .compared with her. Her ways are
beautiful ways, and all her paths are peace. She isa
tree of life to them that lay hold on her 5 and he that
shall . retain her is blessed. As a vine hath she
brought forth a pleasant odor, and her flowers are the
fruit of honor-and virtue. Her spirit is sweeter than
honey, and her heritage than the honeycomb. They
that eat her shall yet be hungry, and they that drink
her shall still thirst, 'Whoso hearkeneth to her, shall
not be confounded, and they that work by her, shall

« To the Queen’s Most Excellent Majesty.
¢ May it please your Majesty—

«We, the undersigned subjects of- your Majesty,
residing in England, and professing the Roman Cath-
olic religion, beg 1o approach your Majesty’s throne,
there to express our sentimenis of wnimpaired and
unalterable fidelity to your Majesty’s Royal persou,
crown; and dignity.

. ¢ At a moment when attempts are being made to
impeach our loyalty, we consider it a duty 1o give
fresh ntterance 1o these our feelings.

« During centuries of exclusion from the privileges
of the constitution, and from the rights enjoyed by
their fellow-subjects, the Cathulies of England remain-
ed true to their allegiance 1o the Crown of this realm,
and yielded to none in their readiness, a1 all times, to
defend its rights and its prerogatives aguainst every foe.
And now that, under your Majesty’s wise rule, we
enjoy cqual participation with others in the benefils of
the constitution, we are more than ever animated with
the same sentiments of fidelity and attachment, and are
equally ready to give proof, whenever occasion may
present itself, of {he sincerity of our luyal professions.

% The dearest of the privileges to which we have
thus been admitted, by the wisdenl of the British
Legislature, is that of openly professing and practising
the religion of our fathers, in communion with the See
of Rome. Under its teaching we have learned, as a
most sacred lesson, to give to Casar the things that
are of Ceasar, as we give to God the things that wre of
Gol.  In whatever, therefore, onr Church has at any
time done for establishing its regular system of govern-
ment amongst jts members in this island, we beg
most fervently and most sincerely to assure your
Majesty that the organisation granted to us is entirely
Ecelestastical, and its authority purely spiritual.  But
it Jeaves untonched every title of your Majesty’s rights,
authority, power, jurisdiction, and prevogative, as our
Sovereien, and as Sovereign over these realms,and
dves not in the leastwise dimiunish or impair our pro-
found reverence, our loyalty, fidelity, and attachment
10 your Maujesty’s august person and ihrone; and we
Numbly assure your Majesty, that among your Majes-
1y°s subjects there exist no class who more solemnly,
more continually, or more fervently pray for the stabii-’
ity of your Majesty’s throne, for the preservation of
your Majesty’s life, and for the prosperity of your
Sajesty’s empire, than the Catholies of - England, in
whaose religion loyalty is a sacred duty, and obedience
a Christian virtae.>—Tublet.

MEETING OF THI ARCHBISHO? AND CLERGY
Qi DUBLINTQ ADDRESSTHE ENGLISH PEO-
PLE ON THE RE-ESTABLISHMENT OF THEIR
HIERARCHY.

The Clergy of the Archdiocese of Dublin assem-
bled on Montay, at the requisition of their venerable
Archbishop, for the purpose of adopting an-address
to the Catholics of Lngland, congratulating them on
the recent restoration of their Hierarchy. Consider-
ably over two hundred Clergymen aitended the
meeting, which was held at the Presbytery of the
Metropelitan Church, Marlborough-street.

According to the rule observed on such oceasions,
the meeting was private, and exclusively confined to
Clergy. The address adopted will, prior to publica-
tion, be transmitted {o the Cardinal Arclibishop of
Westminster, to be by him cemmunicated to his
suffiragans, and through them to the Clergy and Inity
of FEnglond. We may state, however, that the
address, whicl, for convenience sake, was in the form
of a series of resolutions, was all that the Ligh quarter
from whence it cmanated would lead us fo expect. Tt
was calm, dignified, and conclusive 5 worthy of the
Clergy of the archidiocese, and worthy of the time
and occasion. When the address shall be made
public, it will be found to convey, in a calm and dig-
nified manner, the congratulations of the Clergy of
the Avrchdiocese of Dublin to the Catholics of 1éng-
land on the resioration of their Hierarchy; and it
will express their surpsise that the act of his Holiness
should have excited the feelings which, according to
the public press, appear to prevail amongst at least a
section of the Protestants of Eugland. 'The real
facts of the case will be found Lo be calmly stated,
and clearly and conclusively reasoned upon.  In the
address it will be shown that no tervitorial rizhis are

“claimed under the arrangements—that the restorved

Hierarchy of England will not possess or claim any
territorial power which they did-not previously enjoy
—that a single individual not before under their
spiritual anthority, will not be brought by the receent
change within their jurisdiction—that no new episco-

‘pat powers are conferred upon them—and that, in

point of fact, instead of his Holiness claiming any
new.powers under, or deriving any such from the new
appointinents, he has voluntarily swrrendered into the
hands of the Tinglish Clergy powers hitherto vested
in_himself, but which, according to the canons of the
Church, exist in the Clergy where the Hierarchical
corders are complete. '

A resolution was also adopted, conveying the
reverential thanks of the Clergy assembled to his

" Holiness, for the restoration of the English Hicrarchy.

The meeting, though a very full one, was not of long
duration, the proccedings, we- understand, not occu-
pying more than half an haur., :

FOREIGN INTELLIGEKCE.

FRANCE,

A great controversy has lbeen going on for some
some days past in the Paris papers as to the actual
existenee of the much talked of conspiracy among
the Decembrists for the assassination of M. Dupin
and General Changaranier. According to the Bona-
partist papers, the whole afiair is a fable, got up for
the purpose ol injuring the cause of T.-uis Mapoleon;
according o the Republican papers, the ploi was a
real one, of which the Prefect of the Police has the
proofs, if le choose to give them. The evidence in
favor of -the existence of a plan of assassinution is
gradually accumulating, while the conduct of the
authorities is, if anything, caleulated (o Lupress the
public with the belief that there is something they
wish to conceal.

AUSTRIA AND PRUSSIA.

The friends of Austria congratulate themselves
upon the alleged concession of Prussia to all that is
asked.  The Prussian ultimatum of the 3rd inst., in-
sisted on parity (equality) with Austria, cn a change
in the Presidency ol the federal organ, on [ree con-
ferences ¢ in a neatral city,” (Dresden,) on the non-
recognition of the Federal Diet, on the right of se-
parale leagues (freie undrungs recht) and, last, on
the reduction of the Austrianarmy. 1Inexehange for
those important concessions, Prussia, it is understood,
Lias offered to drop the Parliatary or Friurt League,
aad to sutfer the intervention in Hesse and IHolstein.
It appears that the terms of this uliitnatum were all
but accepted by 13aron Prokesch Osten, the Austrian
Ambassador at Berlin, but that that diplomatist went
too far when he promised the unconditional assent of
his Court. 'I’he objections which Prince Schwarzen-~
burg made to the promise of* his delegate, though
stight in their nature and easily removable, still suffic-
cd to adjourn the decision, and to favor the action of
the constitutional party, which loathes the thought of
any concessions whatever being made to Austria.
The position is cerlainly an extraordinary one. The
Federal army in Fulda-lias received orders to avoid
a collision with the Prussian troops; but at the same
time the cnrolinent of the Landwehr is pressed for-
ward with extraordinary alacrity, whilst the Iederal
armies are being brought together in threaiening
masszes upon the Prussian fronticr. Professions. of
peace are held out, but the general armament confi-
nues with unwonted vigor. )

Ihe opposition of the press against Baron Man-
teulfel and his colleagues assumes a more decided and-
uncompromising character. It is an earnest of what
the Prussian Minister has to expeet in {he Lower
ITouse, unless the Parliamentary session is cut short
by a prorogation or a dissolution. The suspicion that
the russian  Grovernment never intended the arma-
ment to serve any other purpose but that of a closing
demonstration, confirmed as it is by the late events,
gives their articles a tone of discontent and menace
which stands wuparalleled in the. history of continental
journalisn.  The concession which allows Austria to
occeupy Iesse, will be a source of grave complica~
tions. Even the most zealous supporters of Daron
Manteuffel.and his policy stand aghast at the idea of
a total evacuation of Hesse by the Prussian. troops,
because such a measure wiil tend to. drive the Aus-
trian forces like:a.wedge between:the-body. of. the
Prussian kingdom and its outlying Rhenish provinces ;
and in such a case the:fate, and indeed the very exis-
tence, of Prussia, would for a time lie in the hands of
a young- and cnergetic Emperor and-of a bold and:
ambitious diplomatist. N
