THE OBLATL SUPERIOR

Visits The Indian Missions At
Qquppelle.

Impressive Words Spoken in the Sjoux,
Salteaux and Cree Tongues by Piapot,
O’Shoup and Other cChiefs—CLonquest
of Christianity.

On Thursday, the 17th inst., Very Rev.

Father Soullier, superior general of the

Oblates of Maryv Immaculate, left the
city, accompained by Rev. Father
Langevin, D. D,, and proceeded west to
Qu'Appelle, for the purpose of insgecting
the Indian missions. At the station
proper in QuAppelle, a aelegation of
Cathiolics met tbe distinguished visitor
and tendered him a most hearty welcome
on Friday, the 18th 1nst. Mr. Beauchamp
read an address in French, which was
expressive of the feelings which the
Catholics of the Northwest entertained
towards the Oblate missionaires, who
were devoting their lives to the spiritual
good and welfare of the Catholics, not
alone of Canada, but of Europe, Asia,
Africa and New Zealand. Father Soullier
‘|responded to thig adress in briet but
touching terms, concluding by wishing
every prosperity and success to the
people of the Northwest. The celebrations
were under the charge of Rev Father
Roy, who ig pastor,

Proceeding from here to the Mission, a
cavalcade ot upwards of one huudred
halfbreeds and Indiars met Father Soul-
lier and escored him to the industrial
school. A highly creditable band, under
the leadership of Mr. Rivard, whose
gister is superioress of St. Boniface hospi-
tal, played lively airs, and the appearance |
of the whole was most unique, presenting
the phLases of civilization and barbarism
side by side. Having arrived at the
clureh of the Mission, KFatter Soullier
was greeted by the many residents there
and addresses in French and Englih were
read, the latter by Mr. Daze, the former

respouded to both in French. Lather
Laugevin, in his bebalf, spoke in Englisn,
and Father Mugonara, principal of the
Industrial school, spoke in the Cree
language.

At 3 o’clock in the afternoon another
presentation was made by the children
of the school, who also read adresses in
English and French. The reply to those
from Father Soullier was a very high
tribute of praise to the Dominion Govern-
ment. He expressed his marked ap-
preciation of the grand work of civiliza-
tion that was being accomplished in the
school by the Government and by the
“Holy Nuns” too,as be called the Sisters.
Father Langevin again acted the part ot
interpreter and explained in English the
full 1ntent of his Superior's remarks,
adding a sincere expression of gratitude
from the Ublate ¥athers of the Northwest
to the *great Hudson Bay Company,
without whose generous help,” he "said,
‘our missionaries would often have felt
the panygs of hunger, and even starvation
itselt.”” And turning towards, Mr. A.
McDonald, the company’s manuger here,
Le thanked him in a particular manner
for his kindpess, and he said thai His

mentioned with praise the name of the
old chief tactor, who resides at Qu'Ap-
pelle. Rev. Father Camper, of Lake
Manitoba’ then spoke in Sioux.

In the evening the young girls of the
School gave a most interesting and enjoy-
able entertainment, which spoke volumes
for the high order of training received by
them from the Sisters.

On the following day, Saturday, the
19th inst., the entire forenoon was given
over o games, amusements and other
holiday pastimes, and the place bore an
aspect of rejoicing. In the afternoon a
most imposing ceremony took place.
Some twenty-nine years ago. His Grace,
Archbishop Tache, then a priest, planted
a cross in the top of the highest point of
the country surrounding the missions;
this was done by him with the express
consent of the Indian and haltbreeds, on
that same spot, Father Soullier erected
another. An eye witness describes the
ceremony as most imposing. The cross
was first blessed, and then an immense
concourse of Indians, including those
who were still Pagans, followed in proces-
sion up the hill, full of respect and
watching the doings with intense inter-
est. ‘Rev. F. Allard, ¥, G., explained to
them in their own langnaye the nature
of the act. The cross is fifteen feet high,
and can be seen at quite a distance.
Father Langevin spoke in French and
Ernglish, and Father Farieau addressed
the multitude in tLe Sioux tongue.

On Sunday the20thinst., the Sacrament
of Confirmation was administered by
Father Soullier, who, though not a Bis hop,
Lias received from His Grace, Archhishoﬁ
Tache, the specials power of conferring
the sacrament. The usual Sunday ser-
vices were carried out, including solemn
high mass, benediction, ete. Sermons
were preached in French and English.
The feast of Corpus Christi being near at
hand, it was celebrated on Sunday, and
alter the mass. a procession of the “Bles-
sed Sacrament” took place. Upwards of
1,000 penple joined in this, and the sight
was a most impossing one. The 200
children of the Industrial School, all were
neatly dressed, and carried flags and
banners; the band played sacred music.
In the distance tne still pagan Indians
viewed with amazement the proceedings.
The hills and surrounding blufls were
covered with themw. What followed in
tlfle]a;fternoon was the most interenting
of all.

At four o'clock an Indian congress was
held, at which ten of the red skinned
tribe acted as spukesmen. Rev. F. Allard,
. M. 1., V. G. ot Selkirk interpreted thiose
who spoke in Sateaux. Rev, Fathers
Camper,Magnan. Campeaun and Migonard
all of the Oblate order, acted as interprets
ers ol those who spoke in the Cree
tongue, and Rev. Father Tavieau was the
10ux spokesman.

The remarks rcade by some of those
Indians were fraught witti much sound
sense. Then all expressed their oy on
the occassion of the extraordinary visit
of 8o great a man as Father Soallier,
whom they looked upon as a “great
chief, coming from afar,” and they were
glad to have such an opportunity of
“sending their words to the other side of
the gresi Salt lake,” for they said “the
big papers (newspapers) will hear this
and will report what we gay.”’ 8o anxious
were they that their words be recerded,
that one of them unot seeing anyone write
down what he was saying, turned round
and asked them to do so. The Indians
were under the impression that Father
Soullier was sent specially out by the
Government, and thus made several
complaints as to their condition, ete. On
being rebuked by the Fathers for so
speaking they answered quite logically
“If we remain silent,or say that, we have
no grievances, you will tell the Govern-
ment and we will receive no further al-
lowance.” Yrominent amonyg the pagan
Iudians was Pia-pot, who is a perfect
match in cunning and artifice to the
famous Kondiaronk, the Huron -chief,
well known in the annals of Canada. Pia-

—that the land belonged to the Great
Manitou, and that no price can buy it,
consequently the white people shonld
not purchase it. “Besides,” he added,
“I never gave my consentto the contract,
by which this country was sold to the
Government. How could I sell the laud?
I am one of those who were born here,
and my body and the ground are but
one. Can 1 sell my body? The wLite
man came and bis mouth was full of sugar
and he deceived some of us. But for me,
I cannot change my mind. I remain ‘my
old red skin’. I have promised the
Archbishop never to wage war against
the white people: I have kept my pro-
mise. “l do not read or write. I beg to
be excused.”” Pia-pot was at onetime
a source of great anxiety to the govern.

Blessing the Bell.

Norbert took place. At 10.30 High Mass
was sung by the Very Rev. Dom Jean
Marie, Abbot of the Abbey of Bellefon-
taine, in France. Thbe Monastery, of St.
Norbert depends for assistance on the
Abbey of Bellefontaine and will for
some time, Fathers Perqui's of Fanny-
stelle and Bourret of 8t. Agatbe officiated
as deacqn and sub-deacon respectivelv.
Many visitors from Winnipeg and St.
Boniface came out by the 11 o'clnck N.
P. train, and the blessing of the Lell was
delayed until their arrival. lmmed-
iately on the arrival of the visitors the
Rev. Father Cloutier ascended the pulpit
and preached an eloquent sermon in
French. The Rev. Father after sketch-
ing the foundation of the Trappisws in 8.
Norbert and referringto their agricul-
tural pursuits as a providential thing for
this country, Le finished his sermon by
paying a glowing tribute to the Rev.
Father Richot for all he bas done in the
interests of religion 1n this province.
Before descending from the pulpit,
Father Cioutier read a letter from His
Grace, granting permission to the visi-
tors to visit the Monastery before return-
ing home. Ti.e ceremony of blessing
the beli was then proceeded with by the
Very Rev. Dom Jean Marie assisted by
the Rev. Fatbers who had acted as
deacon and sub-deacon of the mass. In
the sanctuary were the Trappist Fathers
of the Monastery and the Rev. Father
Richot of 8t. Norbert and the visiting
Fathers Lajeunesse, (zingras and Clou-
tier of Bt. Bonifsce. Among those invited
we noticed J. A. and Madame Richard,
M. DumouchelgDr. J. K. and Mrs. Barr-
ett, Miss Barrett and Mrs. Hastings of
Winnipeg and Ex-Mayor and Madame
le Comte, Dr. Lambert, Ed. Guilbault
M. Chamberlain, etc. After the blessing
of the bell came the ceremony ot ringing
it and making an offering. ~ This was
done by many, ot those present, the
clergy leading and after them the visj-
tors and congregation generally. After
all was over in the church, the Rev.
Father Richot entertained about seventy
five guests to a sumptuous dinneron the
grounds in front of the parochial resid-
ence. The table was groaning under the
weight of delicacies and the guests did
ample justice to the hospitality of Father
Richot, who superintended an army of
waiters and was indefatigable in his
efforts to make all welcome and happy.
When all had partaken of Father Rich-
ot’s hospitality and said their adieu and
expressed their thanks they hurried
away to the Monastery in order to avail
themselves of the permission granted
by His Grace, to visit that institution.
Although it iBonly a year since the
Monastery was built in a wilderness, the
visitors were surprised to find thag wil-
derness turned into cultivated fields, and
gardens, while three large buildings
were erected in the barn yard. The
first of these was an implement house
and a large stable for cattle. The vigi.
tors found this building well stocked
with cows, The next was a horse stable
then came the creamery with machin.
ery, ice houses, and all necessary
appliances for dairy purposes, The
other building was a piggery. What
surprised the visitor most was the per-
fect order, neatness and cleanliness in
every department of this well arranged
and model farm yard. In the Monastery
itself, the visitor was forced to witness
theseverest kind ot simplicity and frug-
ality. Everything about the place was
kept in the neatest and cleanest manner
possible, but the simplicity and poverty
of everything that ministered to the
wants of these monks were painfully
apparent. It must have taught many
of the visitors that Goldsmith was right
when hesaid :

returned to the city, delighted with
their visit to that most, charming spotin
the whole province of Manitoba.

It
was admitted even by the pagan Indians
themselves in their speeches that their
religion was vanishing.  Pia-Pot asked
for two more “sun dances,” and then said
“1 will see what I can do.” The fact sf
the Superior-General and the other
Oblate Fathers assuring those Indians
and their chiefs that the Goverment was
interested in their welfare and especially
the fact tbat O Shoup publicly refused to
blame 1he Government wij] tend much
towards engendering an amicable feeling
among the “red-skins.”
