{—Mr. Lyman appeared before the Boa}'d._and complai-
ned that he had been ordered Igy the Bull@lng .Inspectol‘
to erect fire escapes outside of his building, in spite of the
fact that he had spent a con51d.erab1e sum of money in
erecting fire escapes inside of his premises .

9.—Submitted reports on the permanent works carried
out during the week ending the 5th August 1911.

3 —Submitted a report from t_he City Attorney, ‘re”
proposed location of an observat_xon tower, on.thve T,
R’'s property, at the level crossing on _St. Ellzabeth de
Portugal street, stating in reply to an inquiry ‘fron} the
Board, that, on the 18th May last, the Board of Railway
Commissioners had ordered the City to submit plans
showing the location of gates to be erected at the levle
crossing on St. Elizabeth du Portugal street, the City to
erect said gates within one mqnth_ afte.r the approval of
gaid plans, and operate and maintain said gates while ?he
elevated railway tracks of the Grand Trunk are being
elevated in the City until further orders from salq Boa}‘d.
and stating furthermore, that the City has complied with
the order of the Board of Railway Commissioners.

ter for some time.

Resolved: That a report be made to Council recommen-
ding that the conclusions of the report dated the 2nd
June 1911 be approved,
