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(3) The rules in Part I of the Annex shall be applied to two-

party co-productions and three-party co-productions and the rules

in Part II, to twinned co-production films."1

ARTICLE IV

Article 4 of the Agreement shall be amended to read as

follows:

"tEach of the Contracting Parties shall provide, in accord ance

with their respective legisiation and regulations including, for

the United Kingdom, relevant European Community legisiation,

temporary admission, f ree of import'duties and taxes, of

cinematographic equipment necessary for the making of co-

product ion films."

ARTICLE V

Article 5 of the Agreement shall be amended to read as

follows:

"Each of the Contracting Parties shall permit the nationals or

residents of the other Contracting Party and nationals or

residents of a Member State and citizens of the country of any

third co-producer ta enter and remain in the United Kingdom, or

Canada, as the case may be, for the purpose of making or

exploiting a co-production film, subject only to the requirement

that they comphy with the laws and regulations relating to entry

and residence."

ARTICLE VI

Article 6 of the Agreement shahl be amended to read as

fohlows:

"There shahl be a Mixed Commission composed of representatives of

the Contracting Parties to supervise and review the working cf

the Agreement and, where necessary, ta malce proposais to the

Contracting Parties for its modification. The Nixed Commission

shahl meet within six months of a request being made by either

Contracting Party. Its meetings shahl be held alternatehy in the

United Kingdom and Canada."
