Article 1
Establishment of the Advisory Centre on WTO Law

The Advisory Centre on WTO Law (hereinafter referred to as the “Centre”) is

hereby established.

Article 2

Objectives and Functions of the Centre

1 The purpose of the Centre is to provide legal training, support and
advice on WTO law and dispute settlement procedures to developing
_ countries, in particular to the least developed among them, and to countries

with economies in transition.

2. To this end, the Centre shall:

- Provide legal advice on WTO law;

- Provide support to parties and third parties in WTO dispute
settlement proceedings;

- Train government officials in WTO law through seminars on WTO
law and jurisprudence, internships and other appropriate means;
and

- Perform any other functions assigned to it by the General

Assembly.
Article 3
Structure of the Centre
X The Centre shall have a General Assembly, a Management Board and

an Executive Director.

2. The General Assembly shall consist of the representatives of the
Members of the Centre and the representatives of the least developed
countries listed in Annex Il to this Agreement. The General Assembly shall

meet at least twice a year to:
