If it could be
arranged to pick up the hours which are normally spent
on government business on Friday early in the week, it
might be possible for us not to sit on Friday in order that
hon. members can spend Remembrance Day ini their con-
stituencies and stili be able to get back for the sitting on
Monday.

Mr. MacEaichen: If that is agreeabie we can do some-
thing about it tomorrow by way of making it an order.

Mr. Baldwin: I wonder whether the minister is able to
give the House a statement as to, the government's inten-
tions respecting business for the rest of this session. What
happens after Bill C-259 has been completed? In particu-
lar, is it the intention of the goverfiment or of the Minister
of Finance to introduce further budgetary measures
which would have to be passed before this session ends?

Mr. MacEachen: It is not the intention of the govern-
ment, following the completion of the tax bill, to com-
mence discussion of new items which are not presently at
the report stage, except, possibly, with respect to the tax
legisiation arising fromn the statement in the House sorne

time ago by the Minister of Finance. That wouid be a
possible additional item.

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre): Mr. Speaker, I
rise mereiy to indicate that as far as this party is con-
cerned we wouid agree to the suggested arrangements for
next week. We feel it would be proper for the House flot to
sit on Friday, it being understood that the time lost on
government business because of our not sittmng on Friday
wouid be made Up on Monday and Tuesday.

Mr. McCleave: May I express the hope, Mr. Speaker,
that we who star in the late show wili not be forgotten in
ail this amity and concord, and that the late show can
start, instead of at ten o'clock, at midnight or one o'clock
in the morning, whenever the beautiful people in the
House of Commons decide to adjourn.

I ask the
leaders of the parties to take into account the fact that this
will happen again next Thursday under the present
proposai.
