CONFLICT 0F INTEREST

SEITNG 0F GUIDELINES

Mr. John R. Rodriguez (Nickel Beit) moved:

That, in the opinionl of this House, the government should
consider introducing legisiation setting conflici of interest guidelines
for Members of Parliament and Senators; and that these guidelines
should also regulate conflict of interesi and post-employment
practices for senior bureaucrats and senior political staff.

Mr. Nunziata: Mr. Speaker, I rise on a point of order.
The hon. member for Nickel Beit who is moving the
motion and others are members of a parliamentary
committee that is presently dealing with the whole issue
of conflict of interest.

'Me govemnment lias already introduced legisiation
which is the subject matter before this committee. We
wiIl soon be writing our report, and it seems to me that
this motion is redundant in that the matter that the
member is raising lias already been done.

If it is the wish of the House to take the next hour to
generally discuss this matter, then so be it. But the
House should be aware that the matter is already before
a parliamentary committee which is looking into a piece
of legisiation that was introduced into this House.

Mr. Rodriguez: Mr. Speaker, there is nothing in the
Standing Orders that says a private member's motion
that lias been introduced in the House cannot be
debated while a motion similar but not the same would
be under review.

That bill which my hon. colleague lias referred to was
neyer debated here at second reading. It was introduced
and then turned over for pre-study.

The committee is doing a pre-study, but there is
nothing in the Standing Orders that precludes a mem-
ber's motion introduced into the House from being
debated on an issue which is under discussion by a study
committee of the House.
