Netional Council,

Mectings shall be held at the eall of the Presicdent or of
any five members submitted in writing to the National Sccretery.

Executivq_Cgmmittee.

Mecetings shall be held et the czll of the Chairmen or of
any three members submitted in writing to the National Suecretary.

AMENDMENTS.

The Constitution of the Society may be amenced at the
Annueal Mecting by & two-thirds vote of the members prcsent.

BRANCHES OF THE SOCIETY.

A branch shall consist of ot least ten mcmbers and mey

be formed at any time, but must bec recognizec as a Brench
by the Netional Ccuncil. It shoulcd clect &8 soon &s
possible, & Cheirmen, Scerctery an¢ Cummittee whose names
an¢ acfdrcsses shall be forwarced et once to the office of
the Socicty.

The Committec shell be responsible for the conduet of

the affeirs of the Brench, anc¢ for promoting ell activities,
such as recruiting ncw members, publie meetings, lectures,
study cirecles, co~operetion with other branches, and for
confuecting its affeirs in aecorcance with the general
policy and with the rules anc¢ regulations from time to time
formuleted by the N: tionel Council.

E~ch branch as such shall be finencially self-supporting.

Ezch branch mey clect one representative to the Aunuzl
Mceting of the Society if the membership is less than one
hunéred. For every addi tional one hundred members, or
fraction thereof, en aféditionel represcentative mey be
clected.

REGULATIONS RELLTING TO BRANCHES,

Nusmber of Brunches.

0:ic branch only will be authorized in each locality.
Tie Nrtional Council shall determine the area to be included in the
locality of each branch. The branch may a&uthorize the formation
of groups or other sub-divisions within its own locality.

Membership in Branches.

All Orcinary, Family and Susteining Members of the
Society resicent in the locelity in which a branch has been recognized
shall be eligible for membership in such branch upon payment of
such acditional fees as the local branch may cecide upon. Where
the Susteining Member is & Company, Socicty, Church, Study Group,
etc.,, it may select three representatives for nomination as members,

FINANCE.

(=) To each recognized branch in gooéd standing the
central office of the Society may, meke a payment
of the equivalent of twenty~five per cent of the
annual membership fees received from persons resicdent
in the locelity in which the brench hes been established.

A branch may levy such acdditional fees as it may re~
quire for its own purposes.

The Society may et its discretion make grants in
support of the work of & branch,
