BE TAUGHT ON ROOFS
OF TORONTO SCHOOLS

A system of public school education
that will show justice to every child in
Toronto, be he or she poor or rich,
bright or dull, healthy or sickly, was
the appeal made by Chairman Dr. Fred
J. Conboy of the board of education,
before the Toronto Téachers’ Associa-
tien iu Convocation Hall yesterday
afternoon. Towards this ideal, Toronto
trustees are now working, and Dr.

| Conboy intimated in his address that

definite action is about to be taken
which wiil put a new aspect on schiool
life for the children of this city.

The chairman spoke along an ideal-
istic vein and did not state specifical-
Iy what the contemplated arrangements
were, but to’The World at tie close of
the meeting, he outlined some of the
schemes which he dcclares will be in
practice in Teronto in the course of a
few months.

It has aiready been announced in the
press that special classes are to be
formed for the mentally defective m
our schools. There are several other
types of pupils who are to receive spe-
cial consideration as well. The anae-
mic and weakly children are to have
more hygienic surroundings if Dr. Con-
boy’'s plan works out. They will be
coilected into one class in each of the
large schools and piaced on the roof for

The
numbers are larger and heavier than
on good notes. And the imprint,
“American Bank Note Company,” s
missing on both sides of the note.

Altogether the counterfeit is rather
¢rude. and one accustomed to handling
bills of this denomination should have

_ little trouble in distinguishing tho

spurious from the real.
