Mayor’s private office, comomnly 
known as the “Sweat Box,” yester­
day morning were His Worship the 
Mayor and the other three members 
of the Board of Control. They came 
in singly and. quietly dropped Into 
the "Stag Chamber.” The utmost 
precautions were taken to prevent in­
trusion and Interruption as the four 
controllers discussed the momentous 
question whether the city's own money 
should be deposited In the bank In the 
came of the city or of somebody else. 
The question arose In connection with 
the collection of taxea In past times 
it has been the custom for the col­
lectors to deposit the moneys collect­
ed to their own credit in the bank 
and periodically pay their collections 
over to the treasurer by cheque. Under 
the new order of tnlnga, however, 
there la only one collector (with nu­
merous assistants) and he pays the 
money as received Into the bank to the 
city’s credit. When counting up the 
cash turned in by one of his assistants 
recently Collector Patterson detected 
a cheque for a pretty tidy figure 
signed by his assistant's wife. He 
made enquiries and found that the 
good lady had been receiving money 
in her husband’s absence and de­
positing it to the credit of her private 
account and the matter was reported 
to the board for instructions.

The board decided that all moneys 
received by the assistant collectors 
must be paid directly to the credit of 
the city and that it must not go 
through their private accounts In fu­
ture. It is understood that the as­
sistant collectors will hand over the 
amounts collected by them every 
week, although there would appear to 
be no reason why daily returns can­
not be made to the collector at his 
office. Such Is the outcome of the 
secret session, as learned by The 
World reporter. In this case the 
Mayor did not follow his usual prac­
tice and inform the members of the 
press "In confidence” of the nature of 
the proceedings, but smiled blandly 
and remarked "nothing this morning," 
when asked if there was any news.

MEDICAL FACULTY
OP London and Return,AN INNOCENT WITNESS.

Fred Hunt, an employe, who was dis­
charged from the station for insub­
ordination several years ago, and was 
recently reinstated, was the next wit­
ness, and proved a rather unsatisfac­
tory one. He displayed considerable 
skill in fencing with questions which 
were not apparently to his liking, so 
much so that Aid. Hubbard felt called 
upon to remark that he was either the 
most innocent or else the most ignor­
ant man from the department that 
the committee had yet heard. When 
asked as to the cause of his discharge 
from the service, he admitted that it 
was for Insubordination in refusing to 
do work which he did not understand;
