TLke rclation of the ehurch to the state
is quite different In Canadd. There is no
unfon between the church and state in.On-
tario, nor is there justification for de b-
ing the Church of England or the Pregby-

terian Church in Canada as state churches.
All religious bodies in Ontario stand on-an
equal footing, so far as state recognition
is concerned,
tion, as framed in 1867,
are entitled to maintain Separate Schools
and to have the taxes of Roman Catholics
anlled to the maintenance of the Separate
Schools. The matter of éndowment stands
thus: In 1791 an act of the Imperial Par-
liament divided the country into Upper and
Lower Canada and authority was given to
reserve one-seventh of the public lands for
the support of the Protestant clergy, the
apparent intemtion being to constitue en-
dowments of Church of England rectories.
Some 8,400,000 acres, known as clergy re-
serves, were set apart for this purpose, but
very few of them were ever actoally ap-
plied to the endowment of rectories, the in-
structions to this effect of the Imperial
Government having been disobeyed, and in
1854 the idea of establishing a state church
in Canada was relinquished. Before this
date the Church of Scotland had claimed a
share, as being an established church, and,
after some dispute, its claim was recog-
nized. In 1836 the Governor, 8ir John Col-
borne, and the Kxeeuntive Council endowed
b7 rectories of the Church of England with
a part of the church lands. The Methodists,
Baptists and other denominations protested
against the discrimination against them-
selves, and In 1840 a partial settlement was
made by giving one-half of the proceeds
of the reserves to the Churches of Eng-
land and Scotland, and the remaining half
to the other religious bodies. In 1854 a
bill was passed to divide the clergy re-
serves among the different munieipalities,
the proceeds to be applied for local or educa-
tional purposes and compensation was made
for the losses the clergy suffered by- the
change.
