Imperial Parcels Post.

At present the Canadian rates to the Old
Country are 16¢ a pound, and 1j’¢ for each
pound over, which makes a 3 lb. parcel cost
40c, instead of 25c, as proposed; 7 Ib. 98¢,
irstead of 50c, and 11 lbs. §1.36, instead of
75¢.
