BOER FORCES ARE IN A |
TERRIBLE DEATH TRAP

'Cronje’s Retreat Likely to End in Disaster for Him—
Canadians Attempted to Charge His Laager,
5 But Failed.

Paardeberg Drift, Orange Free State,
Feh.- 20 (Tuesday).—Gen, Crouje's magnifi-
cent pight march from Magersfoutein now
appears likely to end in disaster. The main
body of the Boers are enclosed in a-terrible
death trap. The enemy are hiding in the
bed of the Modder, commanded by the Brit-
ish artillery, and enclosed “on the east and
west by the British infantry.

Gallant Stand on Sunday.

Sunday witnessed a gallant stund on the
part of the retreating foe, Tho tired and
barassed, they still maintained a bold front,

Boers Were Entrenched.

It is somewhat difficult to explain the
Sunday action, in which all the Britlsh
force was engaged, and in which Gen.
Cronje, under difficuit conditions, managed
to hold his own. On Saturday night the
British Mounted Infantry came into tonch
With Cronje's rear guard, driving them
back upon the main body, On . Sunday
morning the action was renewed, bhut the
Boers, who had entrenched the river bed
during the night, prevented a further zd-
vance of the mounted infantry in this direc-
tion,

They Enveloped the Boers.

Meanwhile the Highland Brigade, consist-
g of the Seaforths, the Black Watch and
the Argylls, advanced from the south bank,
and the Essex, Welsh and Yorkshires form-
ed a long line on the left, which rested on
the river,the extreme right being the Welsh,
The whole line was ordered to envelop the
Boers, who lined both banks of the river,

Firing Became Heavy.

The firing soon hec ame heavy. The Boers,
bolding a splepdid position, covered the
left of the Highland Brigade, which ad-
Yanced partly up the river bed and partly
in the open, while the rest of the brigad-
With the other regiments, swung round 'hn
front of the Highland Brigade on the level,
Coverless ground, exposed to a terrible fire,
Which obliged the men to lie ~upon the
&round’ ax they did for the remainder of
the day. This began at 7.30 in the morni: 18,
Thru the dreadful heat and terrible thau-
derstorm our men hung to the position, an-
SWering the Boer fire and shooting steadily.

Many other wagons were
set on fire, and the glare was visible at a
considerable distance far into the night.
The infantry also maintalned a terrible
fire, which was answered vigorously, The
scene toward nightfail was terribly pictar-
esque, with the blazing wagons, the roaring
artillery and the crackling rifle fire,

We continued shelling the laager
thru the night, and in the morning we re-
sumed with Maxims and rl’es, principaily
from the north*side.

Waste of Life on Sunday.

“On Sunday there was much waste of
life in attacking and the same result wiil
be achieved without it. During Monday
night seven Boers made an attempt to
Lreak thru our lines, but they were cap-
tured and their leader killed.

DROVE OFF REINFORCEMENTS.

Lord Roberts Scattered the Boers in
' All Directions—Bombarding
Cronje’'s Position.

London, Feb. 22.—(4.17 p.in.)—The War
Office has received from Lord Roberts the
following message, - which was delayed in
transmission, dated Paardeberg, Wedaes-
day, Feb. 21:

“Yesterday afternoon I was satis-
fled by a careful reconnaissance
in force of the ‘ememy’s position
that I could not assault it without
very heavy loss, which I was most
anxious to avoid. Accordingly I
decided to bombard him with ar.
tillery and turn my attention to
the enemy’s reinforcements.

“The result was most satisfac-
tory. The Boers were driven off in
all directions, losing a good many
killed and wounded, and about 50
prisoners, who say they arrived
from Ladysmith two days ago by
railroad.

“They also say it was our artil-
lery ftire which caused them to
abandon the Lkopje they were oc-
cupying.

“Our loss was two officers, Capt,
Campbhbell of the Ninth Lancers and
Lieut. Houston of the artillery, and
four men, all slightly wounded.”

BULLER'S PROGRESS STEADY,

And It is Expected That Ladysmith
Will Be Reached in a
Few Days,

Chieveley Camp, Natal, Wednesday, Feb.
21.—The steady progress of the relief col-
umn is uninterrupted. The Boers on T ies-
day were forced from their last position
south of the Tugela, resulting in the evacu-
