The mystery surrounding the disappear-
ance of Arnott White, thg Evans warehouse
emgploye, 'who dropped jput of sight Mon-
day, is likely to be sdmewhat explalned
if, in the
meantime, nothing devejops showing what
has become of the young man.

Charies Doherty, the| man with whom
Wkite worked at the wprehouse and with
whom he walked a few blocks the last day
he worked, declared Wednesday evening
to Fred White, brothqr of the missing
that if nothing hhd been heard of
Arnott by 6 o'clock his evening, he
would tell him something that Arnott said
to him on parting Monday evening. Fred
White urged Doherty to tell him then, but
he refused. *“I will tell you Thursday
night if you do not learn anything Dby
that time. Come down to the warehouse
at 6 o'clock, and I wiil tell you then what
your brother said ¢o me."

Not Victim of Foul Play.

The young man could not be induced to
say a word further on the subject. This
is about the only light that has been cast
on the case during the day, as far as the
White family know. They wenre relieved
to know that the boy had been seen Mon-
day evening at Toronto Junction, as re-
ported in The Wworld, tho they could not
understand what he was doing there with
Ryan and Mulhall at that time of night.
It indicated at least that <he boy was not
the victim of foul play, and they were
mveh relleved on learning* that he had
been seen after jeaving the office, even
tho it indicated that he had probably gone
Fred White located Ryan, and he
however, having been with the
missing boy Monday evening. 1t is sus-
pected, however, that the friends of the
boy are not telling what they know about
his disappearance, and that they are aware
that he has gone away from Toronto to re”
main some time. It Is ceitain that Do-
herty and White had a long talk Monday
evening, and it is the substance of this
conversation probably which he desired to
tell Fred White this evening.

Arnott Was Worried,

Little significance woyld be attached to
the boy’s movements except in connection
with other recent events at the Evans
warehouse.

OIL FUEL TEST A SUCCESS,

Judgment of High Court in Matter of

Assessments Cannot Be Appealed
Against,

MR. FULLERTON’S MISSION FAILS

He Waited -on Privy Council, But
Request on Behalf of City
Was Not Allowed.

James Fullerton, K.C., returned home on
Wednesday from a trip to the Old Coun-
o The trip was altogether a business
one. He went to England to appear before
the Privy Council on behalf of the city
of Toronto in the assessment with the Bell
Telephone, the Toronto Raillway Company
and the two electric light companies. He
made application for leave to appeal from
the judgment of the High Court in these
cases, but the high judiciaries refused to |
grant it, on the ground that the subse-
quent legislation of last year had removed,
so far as these companies were concerned,
the future difficulties, such as in those
cuses  might presént themselves, further |
stipulating that they would decline in all |
cases to grant an appeal where there was |
not a special privilege involved.

The judgment of the Court of Appeal
consequently stands as it was delivered
except where affected by legislation enact- |
ed subsequently. Mr. Fullerton also op-
posed leave to appeai by the Toronto Rail-
way Company ou the assessment of cars,
and as he preceded the counsel for that
company the latter awaited the result of
his .application, and did not move, and
probably now will not move at all.

Under the judgment of thre Court 9f Ap-
peal the cars of the Toronto Railway Com-
pany are nou-assessable, while the plant
is assessed at Its standing vaiue or at
the amount that it would take to replace
it. This consequently remains the case,
the motion to appeal being refused,

WIPED OUT A VILLAGE.

How South Sea lslunders Are Being
