Will Witnesses Come Forth?

Will the proclamation bring out the |

many years in the business, that the so~
called honor among thieves is an illu=-
sion. It is akin to the idea of pe-~
sonal loyally among those in more re=
spectable circles, and usually ends,
where personal interest . breaks off,!
Very seldom does the real source
of police information ever become pub-
lic. It is not customary for a chief
1o press his subordinates for the nameés
of those who supply information, As
to urging accused persons to betray
others, that is a delicate question. One

thing is cerfain—the detective owes a|

duty to society to accept a clue from
whatever source it comes. He may |
not solicit an accused with promises of|

Immunity, but he certainly would be
remiss in his duty unless he listened
