1 to whom the directors will report via 
the governor-in-council. This means 
that the directors' meetings will be 
about as public as directors' meetings, 
usually are. While admitting that the 
Dominion of Canada is the only share­
holder—indeed the Government made no 
attempt to deny it—Sir Thomas did not 
take the House into his confidence on 
the subject of the bond holders the 
canny fellows, for example, who bought 
up C. N. R. bonds at forty cents on 
the dollar and now find them at par 
because Canada stands behind them. 
Naturally, the act said nothing about 
these lucky dogs, it would have been an 
unkind act if it had, and very cruel to 
some good friends of Union Government.

TORONTO, May 8.— The trial of Vera I 
de Lavelle, charged with aiding Frank 1 
McCullough, the murderer, to break 1 
jail, and who was captured yesterday, : 
has been concluded. She will know 1 
her fate next Tuesday, when Judge 
Coatsworth will give judgment. Harry 
Berman, a chaffeur, said that, on the 
night of McCullough’s escape, he had 
driven the Lavelle girl around the 
town. She met the guard, Currell, out- 
side the jail during the evening.

Mrs. Emily May said that Miss La­
velle had roomed at her house for two 
weeks having been introduced there 
by Mrs. Greenfield, accused’s "cousin," 
who had roomed there.

"She left my place ‘that Tuesday, 
said Mrs. May, "and I have not seen 
her again till now."

“Did she owe you any money? 
asked Crown Attorney Greer. "No, 
she was paid up in advance."

Witness still had accused s valise. 
She had no trouble with her as a 
roomer....

Says Woman Told Her About It.
Irene Woods, alias Marks, who ad­

mitted several convictions for various 
offences, and who is now serving 20 
days for stealing a dress, said that she 
formerly went to dances with Miss La- 
velle, but met her for the first time 
in four months at the jail the night 
she was arrested. Miss Lavelle then 
told witness that she was in for help­
ing Frank McCullough to escape.

"She said she had met him in the 
park, but that he didn’t get away that 
night, and they went to a house in 
Sumach street; that she bought him 
clothes. collar and tie and a hat and 
gave him $10 and that he took a freight 
from West Toronto. She told me she 
had bought saws at the Rice, Lewis 
store for 65 cents, and had bought 
veronal at a drug store," said witness.

"Did she say what she did with 
the saws?" “No."

Miss Marks said that Miss Lavelle 
told her she was sorry she had done 
so much, as she did not think there 
would be so much trouble.
