The history of the fund and some of
the reasons why the grant should be
passed are s=et out .in the following
terms: - e

Prior to! 1882 when the benefit fund
was first inaugurated, the city had iv
pay considerable claims. to policemen
who were incapacitated from duty from
various causes, From 1882 to 1909 the
Police Benefit Fund has relieved the
city from paying a single cent in that

© 'way, it paying all claims as they be-
-camie due and the police themselves
~keeping up this fund out of their sala-
-ries by paying seven per cent. into it. '
i The fund  has paid out up to date|
abbut $154,012.83, in old age pensions,
. gratuities and death eclaims combined. |
supporting a lange number of men Who |
would not have been able to support
-_themselves after being retired from the
force thru old age or sickness.

The time has now come when the
fund §s unpable to meet the demand
made upon it, and the board of police

commissioners are unable to let old and |

worn out men on pension on account
of the weakness of the fund, and con-
sequently there is a. number of old men
whose services could be dispensed with
i the interests of the ¢ity, which have
to be retained. ;

By the city coming to the aid of the
tund by an annual grant of 310.090.
which is proposed, these old men couid
all be let out on pemnsion and young and
energetic men take their place, and by
spending this $10,000 annually in pen-
cions there could be about 26 men put
on the pension list, and as each old
constable receives about $300 per an-—
num more than the young men ‘coming
on, the city would save about $7500 ir{
salaries, and so be only paying about
$2500 per annum and have the services
of young men instead of old and worn
out men, - :

This would.not be a precedant for the
City of Toronto, as they are already
sanctioning the paying of pensions 'to
school teachers, who do not pay a cent
toward that end themselves. :

The city is also paying $8750 per an-
num to the Firemen’s Fund, the fire-
men paying five per cent. towards that
fund themselves.

The police of the City of Glasgow
only pay,two and a half per cent, .to-
wards their pension fund, the munici-
pality pays the reimainder; the police
o7 the City of Liverpool only pay two
per cefit. and the municipality the res*;
the police of _the City of London pay
nothing, the municipality pay all their
claims: the City of Dublin police pay
nothing, the municipality pays all their
pensionsg; the Irish constabulary is the
same: the New York police only pay
two per cent., the municipality pays
all the rest, and all other large cities

~the same. The City of Toronto is the

only city where the police are called
upon to pay seven per cent. of their
salaries towards thelr pension fund,
and it is the only city where men are
compelled to continue in the service
after their required period of 25 yeals
is complete., = s

And as the board of control and city
ecouncil are unanimously in favor of
this and believe it to be in the inter-
ests of the city, and as the. Whitney
government has only recently passed &°
similar bill unopposed for the firemen,
the bill ratifying the grant- to -the
Police Benefit Fund will doubtleds get
similar consideration. .
