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EMPIRE PROBLEMS FOR

- CONGRESS IN TORONTO

Many Important Matters for |
Consideration — Cable |

Communication Within the
Empire—Want Cattle Em-
bargo Removed — Imperial
Reciprocity — Preferential
Trade.

A variety .of momentous subjects
await the consideration of the ninth
congress of chambers of commerce of
the empire which meets in Convoca-
tion Hall on Saturday night, continu-
ing until ther 22nd inst.

At the instance of the Montreal
chambers of ‘commerce, the congress
will be asked to request the British
government to lift the cattle embargo.

Cable communication within the
empire will - constitute an important
item for discussion at the congress.
The initiative comes from Triridad.
West Indies,” chamber of commerce,
which, after setting forth the nation-
al danger of British telegrams pass-
ing thru foreign and possible enemy
territory, sends the following reso-
lution: “That the chamber reiterates
its opinion as to the urgent necessity
of establishing without further delay
cable communication between these
colonies and Great Britain, passing
solely thru British territory, and re-
commends that a sufficient subsidy
be provided by the participating col-
onies.” The London chamber of com-
merce will move in the direction of
an imperial wireless service.

Empire forestry dis another problem
to be dealt with, and in this respect
the congress organizing committee
setg forth: “That in the opinion of
this congress it is desirable that the
United Kingdom and the chief tim-
ber consuming portions of the empire
should utilize the timber grown
therein to a greater extent than hith-
erto, and that with this object in
view it is necessary that a commer-
clal survey of the timber available in
the empire should be made by the
competent authorities, with a view to
the large utilization of supplies from
this source.”

Production of Cotton.

The Mancheser chamber of com-
merce has the following resolution
relating to the production of cotton
within the empire: “That this con-
gress, realizing the importance to the
empire of the textile industry and
the many trades subsidiary thereto,
views with concern the probable in-
adequacy of future supplies of raw
cotton, and urges the imperial and co-
lonial governments to take all pos-
sible steps, in close co-operation, to
advance dand promote the growing of
raw cotton within the empire.”

The Birmingham chamber of com-
merce, after congratulating Lord
Desborough, president of the con-
gress, on the success of the work of
the imperial air fleet committee, for
which he was largely responsible,
will move: “That in the opinion of
this congress the movement initiated
at the beginning of 1913 by the im-
perial air fleet committee for the pur-
pose of promoting the establishment
of an imperial air fleet and an all-
red route of aeroplanes round the
British empire in the int@rests of the
development .of closer relations be-
tween the United Kingdom and his
majesty’'s dominions beyond the seas,
meritg the cordial and active support
of all British' chambers of commerce.”

The Toronto board of trade will
move: ‘“That this congress reaffirms
its opinion in favor of preferential
trade within the British empire, and
pledges itself to press upon the var-
iows @overnments concerned the de-
sirability of taking action to give ef-
fect to this principle.”

The Adelaide (South Australia)
chamber of commerce takes the view
that in any consideration of prefer-
ential trade, tariffs should be fram-
ed in regard to the rates of water
freight and other differential condi-
tions (if any) -prevailing in exporting
countries.

The Montreal board of trade on the
same subject thinks it is urgently ne-
cessary that the imperial and over-
seas governments should seriously
consider, and if possible put into ef-
fect, some scheme of trade within the

British empire whereby a more rapid

evelopment of the trade of each
omponent part of the empire may
becur, thereby strengthening the
bonds- of union of the empire and
greatly accelerating and increasing
imperial commerce.

Belleville chamber of commerce fa-
vors @ scheme whereby Canada,
Newfoundland and the British West
Indies could voluntarily so co-operate
in preferential trade as to form one
United British West America with
“dominion over palm and pine.”

Work for Ex-Service Men.

On the important question of the
employment of ex-service men the
London chamber of commerce pro-
poses: “That having regard to the
unexampled sacrifice of the manhood
of the United Kingdom, the domin-
dfons and dependencies in the cause
of liberty and right during the great
war, the chambers of commerce
boards of trade be urged to request
their members to give a preference
in employment to ex-service men in

The play has never appeared in Can-
ada, although it probably would have
been produced by the Robins Players
in Toronto this summer had not Mrs.
Trestrail secured it.

Mrs. Trestrail is in New York at the
bresent time, where she has engaged
her entire cast, and is rehearsing for
the opening at Oshawa on .Sept. 27,
and. from reports, she is going to have
a production that will be a great credit
to t'hi.s, her first, venture in the pro-
ducing field. She is not only directing
and staging the productiéon, but will
appear in the role pPlayed by May
Irwin last season.

Old-time theatregoers will remem-
bgr Mrs. Trestrail as May Anderson,
with the old Cummings Stock, at the
former Princess Theatre, in 1900. She
has also played here with several road
companies, and, when her two boys
settled in Toronto, she decided to
make her home here, and was director
of dramatic art at the Canadian Acad-
emy of Music for two seasons, until
one of her sons went to France, when
she went back in the profession to keep
her time and attention from the war,

Army and Navy Vice-Presi-
dent Disapproves En-
dorsation of Meighen.

J. Harry Flynn, general organizer
for the G.A.U.V. staied v Tne Wworia
last night tnat he had been approacned
b- a daeputa.ton from e army and
Navy Veterans, headed by W. J. Lake-
wan, the deputat.on eapieosing dis-
approval of tue iecent lesclut.on of
the Army and Navy veterans endors-
g tue Meignen govelnuieul ana op-
pusing an iwmediate genera: ciecuoil.

Mr., Lakeman,  stated Mr. piynn,
asked h.m 10 address the next meet-
ing of tne Ariny and iavy v eterans.
1l told tne delegat.on that, provided
a resolution was passed by a meeting
of the associat.on of whicn Mr. Lake-
man was a membels inv.ting me to
address them, I would be giad to do
$0,» but not under uany other condi-
tions,” said the general organizer—of
the G.A.U.V.

“Mr. Lakeman told me that the
Army and Navy resolution endorsing
the present government was® passed
months ago, and had been repudiated
by the majority of the members to-
day,” continued Mr. Fiynn.

Sergeant A. M. Hunter, vice-presi-
dent of the Army and Navy Veterans'
Association, stated that he knew that
95 per cent. of the members of his
organization favored the resolution
endorsing the present government as
one which was known as against a
futurity of uncertain value. He did
not believe that any organization
which would listen to disg~untled
members was worthy of much consid-
eration. Tittle-tattle was never worth
credence, and those who gave it such
were doubtless lacking in proper judg-
ment.

“The story that our organization Is
composed- entirely of officers, given in
one of the Toronto papers, is all
bunkum.” said Sergeant Hunter, who
pointed out that any organization
worthy the name would have within
its ranks all kinds of ex-service men,
from privates to brigadier-generals.

“I may say that the resolution re-
ferred to was passed last July, and
that our resolution of a week ago
merely gave added point to it as a
means of emphasjzing our belief that
a stable government was the prime
need of the moment,” concluded_the
vice-president of the Army an;i Navy
Veterans, who further emphasized his
point that the meeting of a few days
ago' endorsing the present governmgnt
was a general and not an executive
meeting.

The gnext general meeting of t‘he
Army and Navy Veterans' Association
will be heild tomorrow night. An
executive meeting was held last night
at S.0.E. Hall, reaffirming the resolu-
tion of the last genera]l meeting en-
dorsing the present government, and
opposing an immediate general elec-
tion.

Deputation Asks for Special Session to Pass “Sandy” Bill,

But Request is Turned Down—Admits That O.
T. A. is Far From Satisfactory.

An interesting sidelight on present- |
day conditions in Ontario, in so far as
the liquor traffic is concerned, and a
practical admission that the Ontario
temperance act is not an effective
measure were given to the Ontario
governinent yesterday afternoon by a
deputation from the Dominion Alli-
ance, heuded by Rev. Ben Spence. The
deputation came with the request that

called as soon as possible to bring into
effect the Sandy bill, a measure de-
signed to put an end to short-circuit-
ing by prohibiting the shipment of
liquor direct from distillery or brew-
ery to consumers within the province,
upon orders sent to Montreal.

The request, however, was turned
down by the government, the premier
informing the deputation that he did
not consider a special session advis-
able.

Rum-Running Rampant.

The following resolution, passed re- |

cently by the executive of the Ontario
branch of the Dominion Alliance, was
presented to the government: .

“The rum-running upon the border
is carried on to an extent that involves
our national honor. The shipment of
liquor within the province, upon orders
sent to outside dealers. has reached
enormous proportions, and the ease
with which -liguor may be wobtained
under the existing law adds im-
mensely to the difficulties of enforce-
ment of the Ontario temperance act.
the sustaining of which the people of
Ontario so emphatically approved last
fall.

“We believe that the bringing into |

force of the act respecting the trans-
portation of intoxicating liquor (the
Sandy bill, passed by the last session
of the legislature, will be of great
value as an aid to law enforcement,
and of substantial benefit to the prov-
inca.” ;
Law-Breaking Epidemic.
In a memorandum also presented to

the government ,an exceedingly dark

picture was drawn. of the liquor situ- |

ation in the province.

“There 1lyis been an Jepidemia o€

law-breaking and whiskey-running in
the province of Ontario following the
repeal by the Dominion Government
of the war-time orders-in-council,”
the deputation declared. “Particular-
ly along the border an intolera®ie con-
ditton has developed. While excellent
work is being done with increasing ef-
ficiency by the provincial officers, the
ease with which liquor may be ob-
tained under present conditions makes
their work particularly difficult.

“Between June 11 and August 3,
thirty-two carloads of a certain brand
of whiskey were imported into Can-
ada from the United States by one
Montreal firm upon false affidavits
and assuranceg that it was for medi-
cinal purposes. This liquor is now
being supplied to the rum-runners
and boot-leggers on the Detroit bor-
der, ‘and elsewhere. An enormous
quantity of this liquor has been
seized. A thousand bottles have been
picked up in Toronto, and at differ-
ent points this liquor has made its
appearance. One car was seized at
Sandwich in which were 131 cases of
this very whiskey, shipped from Mon-
treal as si)ngles,

Only mail Quantity Seized.
“This is only one instance.
certain that the ampount of liqlor
seized is but a small portion of Lhe
amount disposed of illicitly. The ease
with whio{x the supplies are now ob-
tained makes boot-legging a profitable
business. This would be prevented

by the “Sandy” bill.

“The effect of the illicit trade, as
at present carried on, as well as the
bringing in of liquor for private per-
sons for beverage purposes, is having
& most demoralizing effect, and evils
c¢f all kinds flourish.

“Drinking and drunkenness have
enormously increased thruout the pro-
vince of Ontario since the repeal of
war-time prohibition. For example, in

It is

the city of Torontg the ,arrests fo:
drunkenness have nearly doubled over
the corresponding period of last year
Over half of all the cases in the To-
ronto police court have in them hae
L.quor factor to-a greater or less ex-
tent ,and most of these are due to the
greater ease with which liquor is now
obtainable. Thruout the province the
same condition obtains, the same bad
results have followed the repeal of
the Dominion prohibition. This con-
dition would be remedied to a large
extent by the bringing into' force ot
the "Sandy' bill.

“One week's profits of the rum-run-
ners would more than pay the enture
expenses which would be entailed by
calling a special session of the la3-
islature, One week’s outlay by tae
people of the province upon liquor
that is now being brought into it ard
sold illegaily, which illicit sale would
be stopped by the “Sandy” bill, wouid
more than defray "the expenses o!
remedying tils evil 'the way sug-
gested.

Would Vindicate Honor.

asked a further duestion: ‘Do you
want the O, T. A. made as thorou-
going asg the legislature has power to
make it? they wouid have said, ‘Yes'
that that just as emphatically.”
