‘Whiie I do not attach any importance to the
point as to whether they did or <éid not
raise the flag, it is due to the company fto
837y, that I recelved from 1iis representative,
Mr. Myers, a Jetter, in which he says: ‘I
personally raised the Dominion flag on Tues-
day morning, the 6th instant, on learning
the news from Pretoria.’

Mr. G. B. TAYLOR (South Leeds). In re-
ply to the statement of the bhon. Minigster of
Flnance, I may say that when I made that
siatement in the House, the fla;y was not up,
and bad mot been up that dey. My hon.
friepd from London (Mr. Beattie), drew my
attention to if, and I went out at noon, and
looked for myself, before making the state-
ment.
