Duesseldorf, May 23.—Rioting is in 
progress today In the Dortmund dis­
trict Several miners hare been killed 
and others wounded in a conflict with 
the police.

According to reports received at 
French headquarters here, 30,000 strik­
ing miners held a demonstration.

The Dortmund police in endeavor­
ing to disperse the gathering fired sev­
eral shots into the crowd killing sev­
eral persons and wounding many 
others. The angered crowds attacked 
the police, of whom many were wound­
ed.

Similar demonstrations occurred at 
the Schamhorst mine nearby, where 
several workmen were killed and others 
wounded by the police.

Thé miners’ strike was brought about 
by Communist agitators on demands 
for higher wages, and they are now re- ». 
ported to be trying to effect a general 
strike throughout the Dortmund area 
affecting 200,000 workers.

SWISS RESENT TONE 
OF RUSIAN NOTE

Vorosky Incident Brings 
Out Strong Condemnation 
from Soviet—Swiss Make
Warm Reply.

Berne, May 23—Terming Soviet 
Russia’s note, on the Vorovsky assass­
ination ‘“audacious 'and arrogant,” the 
Swiss reply says that it would have 
remained unanswered but for the pos­
sibility that silence on Switzerland’s 
part might be misconstrued. After 
full consideration, the reply declares, 
Switzerland finds “nothing for which 
to reproach herself.”

The Swiss Government disclaims re­
sponsibility for the assassination of 
Vorovsky, pointing out that the Near 
East conference specifically notified the * 
Government that Vorovsky was not 
participating as the Russian delegation 
was not accredited, further that Vor­
ovsky did" not ask for police protec­
tion, although he was nevertheless dis­
cretely guarded.

Charges Rich Man 
With Non-Support

Wife Says He Declared He’d 
‘Starve Her Into Divorce’

Boston, May 23. — Descendants of 
two promiennt Newburyport families 
took up legal cudgels against each other 
In the Superior Criminal Court, when 
Fred W. Piper, heir to the estate of 
George Piper and reputed as wealthy, 
was placed on trial for non-support 
and desertion of his wife, Edith M. 
Piper.

Mrç. Piper lives in Westland avenue 
and her husband in Philadelphia. The 
wife testified, while on the verge of 
tears, that she had visited Philadelphia 
three times In an effort' to get her hus­
band to live with her or let her live 
with him, and that he had sent her 
away broken-hearted once, filled with 
hope another time and had bribed her 
to return to Boston a third, time by 
mailing a $50 check ' to her Boston 
apartment while she was with him in 
Philadelphia.

She said that her husband took her 
money, the proceeds of a beautiful 
home in Newburyport, invested I Le 
rash in East Coast Fisheries and lost 
the savjngs.

Married in March of 1905, Mrs. Piper 
said they lived in Newburyport for 
some time and then-moved to 248 Marl­
boro street, Boston. They later lived 
on Huntington avenue and before hr 
left her she said her husband rented 
the apartment she now occupies. At 
this time, she said, she was in a highly 
nervous condition because of his at­
tentions to other women and his treat­
ment df her, and it was agreed between 
them that she should have this apart­
ment instead of going to a sanatarium.

Her husband came to the apartment 
frdm time to time, she said. In 1921 
she said he suddenly stopped all her 
charge accounts at leading Boston 
stores and told her he would starve her 
Into getting a divorce from him.

She said he picked out an attorney 
for her to get to start divorce proceed­
ings and made an offer to settle securi­
ties on her which would guarantee her 
a $$,000 a year income if she would ob­
tain the divorce and do it in such a 
manner that not even" the attorneys nor 
the judge would know of the real 
charges she might bring.

She testified that while she couldn’t 
understand why she did it, she did 
agree temporarily to go through with 
this plan and went with her husband 
to consult an attorney. Before any 
arrangement had been made, she said, 
she told her husband that she wanted 
him and no divorce and walked out of 
the building. Her husband chased her 
around the block three times to no 
avail, she said.
