On the present oc-
casion only the opening meeting is to
be held in this mo
thodism. The remainder are to be held
in the Central Hall, Westminster.

Out. of the millions of Methodists
throughout the world—all sections are
uniting in the Congress—only 55 repres-
entatives are selected by the different
churches in the various countries. Of
these, 220 are nominated by the Me-
thodist Churches in the British Isles,
Australia, New Zealand, the Cape and
India. The remaining 330 come from
Canada, the Unitec States, the Method-
ist U. S. A. mission fields, and Japan.
Some. of the delegates will be native
missionaries from India, China and

Japan,
Services in 28 Languages.

“In America the Methodist Church is
probably the most numerous of all the
chiirches,” said Dr. Workman, secretary
of the Congress to a Westminster Gaz-
ette representative. ‘It is under epis-
copal government, and the delegates are
selected by the bishops. As an indica-
