AL WANTED
- T0MAKE HERO

Christopher Mathewson , kicked. a field
from the 48-yard line against the
West Point cadets. A year later he

Bv all the traditions of college life this
made “Christy” a hero, and the medals
haye hung on him ever since.

As time went on Mathewson became
a pitcher for-the New York Giants. He
had a great arm, and, unlike many in
his profession, he had a head which kept
pace with the shoots that whissed over
the plate. The gray matter co-ordinated
with the museles in his good right arm,
and therein lay the secret of his success
on the diamond. Still, once famous, it is
hard to live it down, and' that is what
has troubled “Matty” on the trip of the
White Sox and Giants.

Had Mathewson ever dreamed of the
adulation which would come his way on
the trip the chances are that he would
have remained at home, for no such hero
worship. ever accompanied a man across
the continent as was the case avith “Big
Six.” Caruso in his palmiest day never
met the reception which fell to the sad
lot of “Christy.” Not a hamlet or a
tank station, but ‘that there were calls
for “Matty.” The gumbo farmer of
Towa was just as well posted on the
history of “Christy” as were the pros-
pectors of Arizona. From the start it
was one long ovation for Mathewson.

“We want to see ‘Matty,’” was the
greeting across the conmtinent. © !

At the beginning this worked on the
nerves of the Giants’ premier pitcher. He
began to show white as soon as the
train began to slow down, but he got
used to it. Them, at the numerous din-

_ners and entertainments, the toastmaster

spilled all the Webster at his command
in introducing that “peerless athlete,
that hero of the National League, the
fman who has been a credit to the game
for half a generation, that master of the
curves—but why expatiate further on
the greatness of this master mind of
our national game? Ladies and gentle-
men, ‘Christy’ Mathewson.”

In some places the toastmaster was a
little rusty on the history of the na-
tional game and he not lnfrcquentl{
made the contemporaries of “Christy
such characters as Spalding, Anson,
Charles and “Tony” Faust, Louis Mann,
Ramsey and a few others who figured
in the public prints, past and present.
“Matty” received the honor at many
places of having invented the art of
curves, of being a..400 batter the year
around, and of being on speaking terms
with the Tsar of Russia and “Jim”
Jeffries. .

Now, all this was meant well and
“Matty” had to receive it in the same
way and be ready to become a charter
member of the Spanish athletes. No one
would dream that “Christy” had mas-
tered the art of elocution along with
his drops, but such has proved to be the
case. “Matty” was “there” on every
occasion. He handed back as good as
he received, and was never at loss for a
good come-back. In fact, he might be
classed as among the very best orators
on the trip.

There has been no question about this
being the greatest baseball jaunt ever
undertaken, but in the majority of places
the idea seemed to have taken root that
the rest of the players were simply
meant as a tail to “Matty’s” kite. This
was embarrassing-to the great pitcher of’
the Giants, for Matty is nothing if not
modest and he is the first to feel hurt
if the credit is taken away from some-
body else. Any of the other pitchers
might go along without a run being,
scored for inning after inning, but at
the least sign of weakening up went the
cry for “Matty.”

The teams played more than a score
of games, and in every single lown
