York families has added to his collection
of theatrical pictures 125 portraits of that
brilliant; daring and marvelously reckless
actress, Adah Isaacs Menken, 8 woman
who once ruled men on both ‘continents,
and at whose feet royalty itself had wor-
shipped. In all these photographs no
two were alike, and at least a dozen of
them cannot be duplicated in any other
collection here or abroad. The value of
them may be judged when it is told that
one picture represents Menken and the
elder Dumwas together, while a second
shows her by the side of that now elegant
poet and circumspect gentleman, Alger-
non Charles Swinburne. The story of
Menken's many loves and deviltries is
old, but these pictures bring back the
wildest of her adventures. Swinburne
in his gay youth was charmed with her,
and Dumas professed tolove her for his
daughter’s sake. Paris held its breath
during the four years’ reign of this peer-
less Mazeppa, who brought the. third
Napoleon to her feet and made a stately
empress wild with jealousy. All the
amours of stage queens since those days
are the prettiest and cheapest of episodes
compared with the splendor of this
Louisiana girl’sescapades. She had four
hnsbands in her lifetime, but the records
of her divorces were never kept accurat-
ely. From the mnsician Menken to the
prize fighter Heenan : from Heenan to
the writer, “Orpheus C, Kerr :” from Kerr
to the gambler, Barclay, were brief and
easy jumps in the matrimonial career
that prefaced her brilliancy in  Paris.
Yet she died in poverty just as she said
she would for she had sworn that when
riches left ber so would  her life ; and
when they buried her at Pere-la-Chaise,
Dumas forgot her and Swinbnrne went
on writing sonnets.
