HOLY ROLLERS ARE
' HELD IN JAIL

Coroner’s Jury Blames Parents
For Death of Their
Child.

=

Bellingham, Wash., Jan., 2l1.—George
Pestot, the Holy Roller held 'in the
county jail in this -city pending trial
on a charge of causing the death of
his - I1-months-old baby daughter,
Marta, while with his family he
danced, naked, in the snow on his
housetop expecting a chariot to take
them to heaven, accused. his wife of
squeezing and hugging the infant in
an ‘attempt to keep it away from the
aevils until it was choked and strangled
to death. 3

A coroner’s jury fixed the blame for
the baby’s death on its parents and
attributed the cause to exposure and
starvation. “Witnesses at- the inquest
disagree as to whether the baby was
dead” when discovered in its naked
mother’s arms on the roof.

Though the husband and wife are
kept apart in jail they agree the bapy
was dead one hour before they stripped
off their clothes and went out on the
roof to await the ending of the world.
The mother says the child was dead in
bed before the roof venture was tried,
but refuses to say how it died.

Pestot insists his wife clutched the
babe to her bosom for an hour before
they took to the roof and finally laid
it down on the bed, when it was dead.

SCHOOL HYGIENE

DR. FAGAN URGES ,
MATTER ON HOUSE

e

His Annual Report Deals With
Several Important Sub-
jects.

~

School:hygiene is touched on by Dr.
C. J. Fagan, secretary of the provincial
board of health, in his annual report.
On this matter he says:

“During’ the past and previous years
I have read papers on the teaching of
hygiene in our . public schools. The
views advanced were honestly  be-

lieved, but I now know were not ac-
ceptable,

“Judging by what can be observed
almost anywhere, it is evident that the
majority of men and women know
very little about hygienic conditions;
and when it is considered that  the
teacher alone has an opportunity of
reaching. all classes through the chil-
dren, it becomes of the greatest im-
pertance that children should not only
work under hygienic conditions and be
under a teacher who not only under-
stands and appreciates such condi-
tions, but also that they should be
carefully instructed in the principles
of hygiene, so that the men and women
of a few years hence may themselves
kriow the meanmv of proper conditions
of living.

“Opinions will doubtless differ as to
the best methed to be adopted for: (a)
Attending to the health of children;
(b) imparting a reasonable and prac-
tical knowledge on health matters,

“As to attending to the health of the
children, I would strongly recommend
the constant and systematic supervis-
ion by a medical practitioner. If this
cannot be obtained, because of mone-
tary or other reasons, I would then ad-
vise that a specially trained nurse be
employed. Provided the nurse is well
trained, there are many matters she
can attend to herself, and the graver
préblems may be referred by her to
the regvlar physician.

‘“Regarding the teaching of health
I am. satisfied that the public school
teacher is the person best suited to im-
part this knowledge. He understands
thke children’ and the children under-
stand him?:

“I therefore beg to recommend that
means he adopted to qualify school
teachers to impart instruction in sani-
tary  science.”

Pointing out the. difficulty of enforc-
ing sanitation in regard to railways
by provinces, Dr. Fagan suggests that
the ‘question would come well within
the’ scope of the railway commission®s
work. :Of general conditions he says:

“The "health conditions throughout
the. province continue about the same
as in previous. years. "I am satisfied
that through the energy of our officers
epidemics have been  avoided, but I
regret to be compelled to admit that
certain diseases have removed many
citizens who should yet be left to ful-
fil their duties to their families and the
state.

“The following returns show the
number of cases of infectious diseases
recported during the year: Typhoid
fever, 213 cases, 29 deaths;,measles, 329
cases, 4 deaths; scarlet fever, 120 cases,
3 deaths; smallpox, 75 cases, 1 death;
diphtheria, 235 cases, 19 deaths; cere-
bro-spinal meningitis, 4°' cases, 3
deaths.” ¥

In regard to these maladies the re-
port ‘contains many valuable sugges-
tions . and comments.

VIOLATED FIRE BY-LAW.

Bonfire Fanned Into Life Resulted in
Brigade Being Called.

. Philip. Haywood was fined $10 in the
pohce court this morning on a charge
of lighting a bonfire in the rear of the
premises without first having obtained
permission from. the city hall or:from
ihe chief of the fire department.

The fire brigade was called out Mon-
day night at 12.10 to put out a fire in
ithe yard of 2641 ‘Douglas street that
was blazing away and sending flames
five feet in the air, fifteen feet from an
old barn.

Defendant said there had been a fire
there the day previously, and he sup-
posed the wind must have fanned the
ashes and started .it going again. He
was given until to-morrow to pay the
fine, which is recoverable by distress,
and in default five days’ imprisonment.
