was nothing more than a desultory can-
nonade. Probably the rumor of a ser-
ious emgagement grew .out of the fact
that the Boers threw a few harmless
shells late Tuesday night, leading to
the supposition that an attack ‘was im-
miinent.  Nothing, however, happenieéd on
‘Wednesday.

There is practically nothing ‘new’ from
the front beyond the fact that the Boers
are daily receiving fresh reinforcements
and supplies.

Oppose Gen. Buller's Advances.

It is said that 6,000 Boers have glready
laagered at Donkerpoort. The :English
plan secms to be a threefold advance—-
from Durban to Ladysmith, from Oranga
River to Kimberley, and from. East Lon-
don by way of Quevnstown to Burghers-
dorp.

Gen. Buller has wired ‘the commanding
officer at Queenstown, announcing the
dispatch of Gen. Gatacre with the first
battalion of the Seventh Brigade, to
Bast London. This was the place from
which it was originally ordered that
Gatacre’s column should start.

Thus it is possible that Gen. Buller's
first pians have sufféred less modifica-
tion than some hiave supposed. Gen.
Gatacre will be able to keep the Boers
on the Orange border sufficiently occu-
pied to preserve Gen., Methuen from un-
due moles’taﬁon,v'especiany if rumors
from -various sources are..well founded
that describe . the Free ‘State burgﬂxer;
as in no wise enthusiastic for fighting.
