Miramichi and the Minister of Public
Yorks.

The Dominion Minister of Public

Works, Hon. J. Israel Tarte, has been

in Chatham, and a report of his visit is

in another colamn. Owing to his com-

ing here unannounced and his stay

occupying only about two hours, many

who would, doubtless, have been glad

to welcome him to the Miramichi and

assist in giving him information re-

specting the port and river and their

claims to more adequate comsideration

from his department and government,

than they have received in the past
had no opportunity of doing so. We

have not heard that anything was said
to him in reference to the proposed

Escuminac  breakwater or about
the necessity of Dominion aid in
establishing-a steamship line between
this port and Prince Edward Island, to
say nothing of other means aund facili-

ties for extending the trade of the place,
promoting its industries and assisting
it, as other places are assisted, in the
development which its geographical
position, railway advantages and rela-
tive claims for such consideration en-
titleit to. A place of the importance
of Miramichi, which is the second
transatlantic shipping port of the Mari-
time Provinces, rating next to St. Jehn
and Halifax, is entitled to a more ex-
tended visit from the Minister ; and its
boards of trade, civic and municipal
representatives and others identified
with its business and industrial activi-
ties, at least, were entitled to some
knowledge beforehand of the Minister’s
coming, in order that they might have
done him greater honor and their busi-
ness interests some justice. He knows,
doubtless, that the yearly per capita
expeaditure of the department over
which he presides and that of railways
and canals throughout the Dominion,
would entitle Northumberland to assist-
ance in the erection or repair of its
public buildings, wharves or railways
of about $40,000 annually. Notwith-
standing this fact, we are told that
after the County has been so long
neglected, comparatively, it is stipulated
by the Minister that we may get the
Burnt Church wharf if be can be satis-
fied that it won’t cost more than
$10,000. And, in connection with this
statement, w® are also informed that
Mr, Shewan, a Dominion Engineer
resident in 8¢, John, is of the opinion
that a wharf thet will gtand cannot be
built ab Burnb Church for the figure
named.

The Minister should understand that
Mirsmichi is not satisfied with the
treatment it has received in these mat-
ters from the Dominion Government.
We hed hoped that the comparative
neglect and indifference which the
former government manifested towards
us would not be continued by that of
which Mr, Tarte is a prominent, active
and, in his treatment of maay places,
an efficient member. We appreciate
his visit, as far as it went, and those
who had the opportunity of seeing him
appear to expect beneficial results in
regard to the Burnt Church wharf,
some repairs tothe Chatham public
wharf and the remedying of defects in
the Dominion Building here, etc. But
there are places on the Miramichi other
than Chatham, and works and services
other than those to which his attention
appears to have been directed, which
have claims upon the Dominion, and
we fear that in justice to these bis visit
was too short and too much in the
nature of a surprise to enable our
people to give him the information he
ought to have. It must not be forgot-
ten that such proposed works as the
Escuminac breakwater and the Burnt
Church wharf, and the establishing of a
Miramichi-P. E. L steamboat line have
been the subjects of proposed practical
action by the Dominion Public Works
Department at different times and
under former governments. Surveys
have been made at Escumiunac and
Burnt Church, under Dominion aus-
pices. Sums of money have, several
times, been placed in the estimates and

anhd at Ottawa in connection with

these proposed works. Tenders have
been advertised for and a contract enter-
ed into provisionally, at least, for the
construction of the Burnt Church
wharf, but up te the' present time the
fishermen find Escuminac as shelterless
as when the first voyageurs from old
France saw it centuries ago, and the
hundreds of passengers and tons of
freight which go each summer to Burnt
Church are conveyed to the shore by
the primitive pine dug-out, which, at
low tide, is met by one horse box carts
in which transit to dry land is

.eompleted, although both passengers

and get wettings sometimes by
falling i the water between canoe
and ~<and all this is a ceunty
which is entitled to a Dominion ex-
penditure for public works aud build-
ings to the extent of thousands of dol-
lars annually, which are diverted from

it to less impertant places. -

for the readjustment of duties which
will be beneficial to both countries and
to have American duties lowered or
abolished on dried fish, lumber, plaster,
potatoes and other raw products of the
Provinece. The various subjects were
referred to competent men for reports,
which will be embodied in a general
memorial to the Canadian representa-
tives at the conference.

Reform in Style and Temper Needed.

The Moncton Transcript does not ap-
pear to have the faculty of looking over a
situation calmly and philosophically, as
becomes a paper aspiring to influence the
public mind. It acquires certain ideas in

to assume that everybody else and every
other newspaper ought to become possess-
ed of or by those ideas at the same time,
and if they don’t it proceeds to say un-
kind things about them—to call them
“‘opportunists” and the like. Then,
some other paper of the Transcript’s cili-
bre retorts in the same spirit and in simil-
ar language, and the Transcript immediate-
ly takes it to heart and mixes up the
public question aud its own self-invited
afflictions 1n a way that seems very
absurd. Here is a sample from the
Transcript. It is in conneation with ons
of its effo1 ts to oppose Premier Emmerson’s
objections to importing Dominion party
divisions into provincial politics, at
the bidding of the St. John Sun’'s wing of
the Conservative party :—

‘“Why continue the coalition mask, when
in principle the government is, by the force
of circumstances, ceasing to be coalition?
Why, by pretending to retain the mask,
encourage the opportunist newspaper organs
of the local government to villify, slander,
abuse and belittle the very Liberal news-
papers whese consistency and energy com-
mand the respect and sympathy of the
great proportion of the Liberal voters who
do not attend party political caucuses ?”

One can almost see tears welling up be-
ween the lines of the above, and the un-
informed reader would infer from it that
several newspapers at least had said un-
kind things about the Transcript. The
fact, however, is that the Moncton paper
and another in the province, which is very
much like it, got into a personal sqnabble
over the question referred to, and the
Transcript assumes that all the papers
which do not agree with it are expressing
their views as il and its imitating
epponent do. If, however, it would only
cease calling names and indulging in un-
charitable insinuations, and learn to
discnes its differences of opinion with
other papers in a calm and judicial
manner, it would not be led to express
itself so wildly when some paper of bad
taste and temper similar to that which
the Transcript itself now displays ad-
ministers to it eome of its own medicine.

Qanadian Logs and Lumber Products
in the United States.

*Free logs for free lumber” was the
purport of a resolution passsd at a special
meeting of the Canadian Lumbermen’s
association at Toronto the other day.
This resolution will be presented for in-
dorsement to the Canalian commissioners
at the Qusbec conference. A second
resolution, also passed, recommended that
lumber dressed on both sidey and on the
edges be eut'tlad to fres eutry into “the
United States, on the ground that the
saving in freight rates through reduced
weight would enable the Canadian dealers
to compete more eveuly in the American
market.

It was signiticant that three American
lumbermen, F. R. Potter of Detroit,
'E. W. Stevens of Buffalo, and Ailan
Peter of Toledo, O., expressed apjroval
of the imposition of an embargo on Can-
adian logs and favored the zbolition ol the
American duty on lumber. Mr. Stevens
said that he had opposed the imposition
of the lumber duty in the Dingley bill, on
the ground that the cost of proluct ion in
Canada was greater than in the United
States, and that all the whi‘e pine in the
United States would be cleared off in live
years, He had been talking to a man
just returned from the west, and the e
was litile doubt that half the big miils
would be” down. He strougly recom-
mended the Canadians to use the law
which prevented the towing of their logs
to American mills, thereby creating a dis-
astrous competition, and that the Can-
adian commissioners at Quebec should
say: “Free lumber or no free logs you
will gat.”

Mr. Peter also said that if he were a
Canadian he would give no free logs with-
out free lumber in return. He was confi-
dent that the duty would be taken off
lamber.

When the question of the removal of
the Wnited States duty oa hardwood
came up, there was a sort of international
debate. It was proposed to include hard-
woods in the first resolation for free logs
and free lumber. Mr. Potter saw in this
proposition an attack or the propeity of
the American owners of land, and an at-
tempt to reduce its value. It could not
be allowed to psss without a
ous protest. There were men in
the room who would let their mills lie
idle simply because they could make
more out of the sale of their logs.
There were members of the association
who had no standing timber, and were
simply mill owners, and he objected to
their attempting to injure the rights of
others more interested. He insinuated
that a desire to lesgen the value of stand-
ing timber and to cheapen labor was at
the bottom of the mill-owners’ desire to
get an embargo placed on Ontario logs.
So far as labor was concerned that was
the effect of the embargo whether inten-
tional or not. If the association was pre-
pared to obtain the removal &f the
embargo he was prepared to indorse the
original resolution, but not otherwise.

Mr. Thomas Conlon said that all the
Canadian mill owners wanted was to
protect their rights and the large inveat-

The War.

Resolved. That in furtherance of this
plan, license holders should in every way
possible aid and sustain the Oatario gov-
ernment in their policy of preventing and
suppressing forest fires, and in the careful
pre:ervation of youug trees; and in view
of the rapid depletion of the timber re-
sources both of the United States and
Canada, and in order to preserve the
timber as a perpetual asset of the provinge,
a coaservative policy in the cutting of the
same is desirable and should be adopted
by all lambermen. :

That no arrangement which would pro-
vide for the free exportation of logs, pulp
wood, or other forest productions which
would not al-o provide for the free entry
into the United States of the products
thereof in the various forms manufactured
in Carada would be acceptable to this
association.

That while agreeably in the interests of
internationsl comity and goodwill, a free
interchange of forest productions between
the two countries should exist, this
association is not willing that any differ-
ential duty as between manufactured logs
and timber and the manufactured pro-
ducta of loges and timber exported to the
United States should exist, but in their
opinion a fair return for the exportation
of Canadian logs would be the free entry
of Canadian manufactured forest products
into that country. .

‘HIGHER COMMERCIAL EDUCATION’ DEFINED,
In moderp times we appear to have lost
the ideal of commercial education as com-
pletely as the art of constructive statesman-
ship. Many of the old writers on commerce,
merchants and statesmen who made possible
the vast development of Euglish commerce
10 modern times, insist upon the importance
of special training for the profession which
requires ‘more worldly knowledge’ than any
other vocation. Here, for example, is what
Thomas Mun says on ‘The Qualities which
are required in & perfect Merchant of For-
raign trade :— *

1. He ought to be a good Penman, a
good Arithmetician, and a good Accomp.
tant, by that noble order of Debtor and
Creditor, which is used onely amongst
Merchante ; also to be expertin the order
and form of Charter-partiee, Bills of Lad-
ing, Invoyces, Coutracts, Bills of Ex-
change, aad Policies of Insurance.

tries, ezpecially where we have trade, and
the monies not ouely by their several de-
nominations, but also by their intrinsique

with the standard of this Kingdom, with-
out which he cannot well direct his affairs.

*‘3. He ought to know the Customs,
Tolls, Taxes, Impositions, Conducts, and
other charges upon all manner of mer-
chandize exported or imported to and
from the said Forraign Countries.

11. He ought . to attain to the
speaking of divers languages, and to be s
diligent observer of the ordinary Revenues
and Expenses of Forraign Princes, to-
gether with their strength both by sea
snd lend, their laws, customs, policies,
manners, religions, arts, and the like; to

sions for the good of his country.

¢12. Lastly, although there be no neces-
sity thateuch 'a merchant should bes
great scholar ; yet is it (at least) requited,
that in his youth he learn the Latin
tongue, which will the better enable him
in all the rest of his endeavours.”

This is only one instance out of many
which could be given of the high estimation
in which merchants used to hold s sound
liberal and sechunical education as a quslifi-
cation for their profession. It never seems
to have ocourred to them that success was
possible in the absence of special training.
I have quoted Mun’s observations because
they are so much more comprehensive than
many modera h of oial
eduocati which, er, sesm to be
drawn up on the hypothesis that no pro.
gress has been made in the ecomomic snd
commercial sciences during the last three
hundred years.

By ‘Higher Commercial Education’ I mean
a system of higher education which shall
stand in the same relation to the life and
calling of the manufacturer, the merchant,
and other men of business, as the medical
schools of the Uciversities to that of the
dootor,-~a system, that is, which provides a
seientific training in the structure and
organization of modern indwstry and com-
merce, and the general causes and criteria of
prosperity, as they are illustrated or ex-
plained in the policy and the experienee of
the British empire and foreign ocountries.
It such a system were established, the
education of young men destined for & com-
mercial life would not terminate at an age
when the doctors of the future are only just
eommencing their professional traiving.
They would spend not less than twe years,
subject to conditions I will explain, in tvhe
acquisition of knowledge whieh can, I think,
be proved to be indispensable, and would
without doubt fncrease their efficiency,
their usefulness, and their chances of
sucoess.

‘HIGHER COMMERCIAL EDUCATION’ A NECRS-
SITY OF MODERN BUSINESS,

Nor cam I
enquire, g foreign petition to
oxist to a dangerous degree, how far. that
result can be attributed to the existense of

ial schools on the tinent, and
the absence of such schools in England.
There are, 8o far as I am aware, no statistios
available which would enable me to separate
this influence from the many other inflaences
which have been at work during the last 25
years, to take no longer period, and assign
to it, even approximately, its due weight in
producing the final result. I prefer to base
the olaim for ‘higher commercial education’
on other g de. It has b y
in consequence of the great complexity and
the world-wide extent of modern commerce.
Every year its various departments become
more highly specialised. It is no longer
possible for the individual merchant, or for
small groups of merchants, to acquaint them-
selves, by personal experience alone, with
more than a fraction of the causes which
affect the business in which they are engag-
ed. Every possible device must be adopted
for stimulating their powers of observation
and adding to their kunowledge of those
causes. KEvents in the most distant quarters
of the world, industrial and commercial
movements at first sight uorelated to the
oonceras of the individual mercheat may be,
and frequently are, fraught with dissster
and ruio to his interests, Every improve.
ment in the arte of industry and commerce
widens the area of competition, increases the
points of contact between the enterprises of
Englishmen and foreign rivale. The watch-
word of the modern merchant should be

But
this objeotion underrates the extent to
which the movements of the world of com-

scientifio treatment. It underrates also the
amount of sytematized knowledge which we
possess with regard to commercial affairs.
In the case of foreign countries, particularly
Germany, the amount is very great;and
there is no reason why the young Eoglish.
man should not commence his career thor-
oughly well acquainted with the leading
features of their industry and 5
their law and their policy, except thatno
attempt is made to dispel his ignoraace.

Of much more weight is the objection that
it is waste of time for » young man to spend
two years or 80 in the acquisitiou of kunow-
ledge which, at first sight, appears to have
no very direct bearing on the business in
whioh he is engaged. The best possible
training for him, it is said, is to go at once
into s merchant’s office and take up the
practioal dutiee of his calling. I think it is
a mistake to regard scientific  training snd
practical experience as alternatives. The
one is the complement of the other. More
than thas, scientific training increases the
usefulness of practical experience, Without
the former a man may spend years in
laborionsly und imperfectly socquiring
knowledge which can be readily imparted in
as many months. He may attach quite a
wrong sigoificance to some facts, and fail
to notice others which are of vital import-
anoe to his interests. The training of the
merchant, like the training of she soliciter,
the barrister, the doctor, should include the
educational ourriculum of the oqgmerocial
school and the experience of practical
business.

An Amherst, N. 8.. despatch of bth
inst. says :—Wm. Fraser, engine driver
on the Springhill and Parrsboro railroad,
was instantly killed this afternoon at 2.30
at Springhill station. He went under the
locomotive to do some work and while
under accidentally struck the brake with
his hammer. The trottle of the engine
had been left open and the striking of the
brake released the wheels of the engine,
which, giving a jump, went about eight
feet along the track. The unfortunate
man’s body was dragged along with the
enyine and was badly orushed about the
chest. He was about 35 years of age
and leaves a widow and one son.

Most of the tributes to the deceased
ex-German Chancellor Bismarck credit
him with greatness, but no paper so fairly
expresses the quality of that greatness as
the New York Evening Post, which says :

He repr him as
the incarnation of tumult, a brazen liar,
s cowardly trickster, a brutal ogre, who
trod under foot every human sentiment,
let loose pillage and incendiarism, and

not proportioned to its extent. In the
case of England, however, there are special
reasons for insisting on the importance of
commercial education : —

(1.) Other papers have shown the extreme
backwardness of England in this respecs.
Assuming that a sound method of commer-
cial trainiog possesses any utility whatever,
it is impossible to justify the present state
of things. There should be at least one
institution devoted to this branch of educa-
tion in every trading and commercial city
of the first rank.

(2.) If this were g0, the results wonld be
far more than commensurate to the effort
and the expense of org g such institu-
tions. Principals and higher subordinates
who had been trained there would demand
s higher level of education than is at present
usual in those they employed. Thus the
lower grades of commercial education would
receive their most effective stimulus, viz.,
a demand on the part of employers for

fluence of a good scheme of higher commer-
cial education would be felt in other direc-
tions. It could scarcly fail to bring about
an improvement in other agencies for spread-
ing accurate information. Some merchant
