WOMAN'S RIGAT TO VOTE.

Prominent Ladies él—v—a— Their Reasons for
Signing the Pefitien.
(ﬁ ow ;o; Sun.)

The all absorbing topic of the day from
one end of the State to the. other is the
question of ‘‘woman’s suffrage.” Wemen
and men alike are deeply inverested in this
matter. Women of fashion have taken this
mabter up and have grown enthusiastic ve
such an extent that it has become the
fashionable fad of the hour.

No surprise has been greater to those whe
have knewn her all her life as a-quiet home
body than'the position Mrs. Ruseell Sage
has taken in this movement.

While Mrs. Sage has given much of her
time to cheritable work, no one ever dream-
ed she would becomeone of the leading
advocates of woman’s suffrage.

When i asked her reasons for espousing
the cause which is at present so much in
evidence before the public, she said:

“].am & recent convert.. Although I have
done ‘more or less in the fields in whioch
women are coospicuous, I never was in
what you might oall a pablic effice or posi-
tion till I accepted the presidency of the
Foma Willard associavion. :

] was brought up te leok with horror
upon anything thes savored of so-called
women’s rights. I lived in Syracuse when
a young woman and that town was the hot-
bed of radicatism. My father, Joseph Slo-

oum, who was a silver gray whig, and my |

mother, who was the most. conservative. of
women, were not all in sympathy  with the
state of things: I .wasled vo think as I do
new by Mrs, Elizabeth:Oady Stanton, She
was my guest nob long since snd during her
visit she led me captive in the cause and
now I feel that I cannot do enough to make

MRS, GUERNSEY'S OPINION,

Mrs. Egbert Guernsey, wifé¢ of Dr. Guern-
sey, in whose parlors so many  mestings
have been held in behalf of woman’s asuff-
rage, is one of the most earnest werkers in
the:field. She says *““The “injustice of the
-existing.state of things with regard to vot-
sing is almost sickening.

*To think that a man whe cannou read,
who cannot write even his own mname, is
allowed to be a facter in iraming laws
which men and women of intelligence and

.capabilities are compelled te obey, and that -

a woman, no matter how bhigh her culture,
how broad her mind msy ke, is not allowed
to ocast u vote is so absurd that for very
shamé’s sake the constitution should be
«<changed. :

‘The average woman is far ahead ef the
average man in intelligence and in all that
goes to make a good, law abiding ocitizen,
.and being law abiding we should be the enes
to help make the laws.

‘I amnetonetolook withenvy or bitter ness
upon the pesition man hoids in the social
and political scale; I only want woman fe
stand by him and to- be acknewledged by
the law and by the constitution as she is by
the public to be his equal. I am not werking
in this.cause for my ewn aggrandisement,
for the sucoess of our cause will make  very
little difference one way or the ‘ether ‘with
me, ‘but I hope for the benefit of fature gen-
erations that before another year passes by
we will see women with the same righte.po-
litically that men have.”

Mrs, H. M. Sanders, the wife of Rev, Dr,
Sanders, bas been one of the quiat, sbeady
workers in the canse of woman’s suffrage
for years. She is ‘one of those women
who have nothing to gain personally
by voting. As the daughter of Theron R.
Butler she had from infancy all that' wealth
and poeition oounld give, and is the wife of
one of New York’s leading clergymen, who
believes fully in the superiority of woman.

Most women in such a position would be
selfish and indifferent to the 'condition of
less fortunate women, but not se Mra. Sand-
ers. Iv is dae to her irflaence more than to
any other reason that the cause of woman’s
suffrage has become & fad among the leading
women of seciety.

Mrs. Sandere sald when I asked her rea-
sons for signing the petition: ‘It is & matter
of long standing, this woman’s voting ques-
tion, with me, indeed, almost: & life atudy;
and I have not been converted by this pre-
sent movement. I loek upon woman as the
equal of man in all ways and consider the
recoguition of her as an individual in our
constitution and in the affairs of our gov-
ernment the right and jast thing to
do.  This state of things is sure to
come soomer or. later. I am not one
to look wuwpon man as my natural
enemy. I believe that men and women
shonld have no divided interests; that the
political questions of the day should be as
thoroughly understoed and discussed in the
family as they are now outside. When

=Mrs, Theedore Sutre, who ocertainly has
no suggestion about her of the typical strong
minded wownan, is one of the most earnest
werkers in the cause of equal suffrage, ‘I
believe,” said she, *‘that all women should
learn to take care of fheir own property;

in the adjustment of the taxes; dhat they
should be so familiar with the affairs of the
state and of politioal economy that they can

teach their sons the principles of good gev- |

ernment,

*‘I believe that politics shounld .be a part |

of the home, and if they were there would
be na corrupt government. I belieye that
there are many evils attending the political
franchiee now that will be done away with
when women are allowed to vete.
‘‘The mistake is in thinking the wemen
-0 want to vote and who will be in great
svidence on election days will come from
tie 'ower walks of life. Itis only the in-
telligent thinking woman who sees the
necessity for franchise.”

STRONGLY IN FAVOR OF SUFFRAGE.

Mrs, G. M. Willisms, who was formerly a
member of the school board in this city, satd:
‘I bad held aloof from the efforts that were
being made to obtain equal suffrage for
women because I did net know the necessit
for it until my husband’s health failed and
was compelled to assnme almost the entire
management of bis business, and every day
after thab sometbiog would come up which
tended to convince me that it would be far
betver for womeu if they could have a voice
in the affairs of the state. My convictions
oan thad point have been so strengthened
by experience that I am now strongly
io faver of women voting, and I de nov

given to woman to which she is justly en-
titled. IfI am a business woman and ocan
assume the duties of a man in -caring for
property, I am surely entitled to the rights
of a man”’

Mies Mary Phillips, who is secretary of
the Equal Suffrage Association in this city,
eaid thab her reasons for wishing to vote
and to have other women vote were that
her ancestors on both sides had been Ameri-
cans for two hundred years. °‘I have paid
$60,000. in_ rents of money which I have
earned myself,” she said, ‘‘and I have also
to pay taxes, and being a taxpayer and a
wage earner, I think I have the right to the
franchise. ‘ x

"“I objeot to being taxed without repre-
sentation; I. objsot to having the beggar
from foreign countries, who can neither read
nor write and who comes to my door for
bread, have a direct voice as to how 1 shall
be taxed, while I have no voice. I objact
to holding a political status inferior to vhat
of my colored butler. These are a few of
my reasons,” ;

Mrs. Dz, W, T. Bull is one of the firmest
believers in the ability of women. She said
she believed that women should de every-
thing to help themselves and te help their
husbands, and if they desired to do so they
should vote; but if they voted they must
fully expect to share all the other labors and
responsibilities of a citizen.

NEW MONTREAL SEMINARY.

It Will Be Conducted by the Redemp-
torist Fathers Order.

Interesting Observations Made by Rev. Father
Strubbe During His Trip to Belgium.

{(Montreal Star of Tuesday.)

The Redemptoriet Fathers ot this city in-
tend to erect a Seminary of Theology and
Philosophy in Montreal. This has been
their desire ;ever since btheir arrival in St.
Ann’s parish, At presenp Canada, with the
West Indies, simply forme a vice-province,
depending on Belgiom, and postulants and
novices are obliged te go to Belgium to
enter the order. The whole course of
stadies must be completed in Europe before
the young divinity student is allowed to
return to his native land. In the United
States a  postulant may remain in
his own ocoumntry and become.a Redemp-
torist Father, but should a Canadian ﬁo to
study in the United States or in England,
he would bs obliged, unless he obbained a

to rawain ia sither of these -ecclesiastioal
provinces, This Is considered a very great
disagvantage, which the Fathers are about
to endeavor to remedy, As bthis country
has been erected into a vice-province within
the last ceuple of years, it only new remains
to erect it into a province, [t is not want of
meney that has prevented this project; but
it was feared vhat thers would mnot be suf-
ficlent students to warrant the execution of
the undertaking, Since their arrival in this
city the Redemptorist Fathers have been
joined by about 15 or 20 young gentle-
men who are now pursuing their studies
in Belgium at the mether house, and this
number would form the nucleus with which
to begin a studemda. Whilst in Earope,
Rev, Father Strubbe, O. 8S. R, visited
the mother house at Brussele, and found
these gentlemen, who are well known in
this city, enjoying perfect health and quite
happy in vheir new surroundings. ‘ilev.
Fathers Steinford and Stafford have been
ordained priests, and they are expected
here in October. Mr. Frank Scanlan, son
of Mr. Scanlan, superintendent of the Do-
mibion line, will be erdained in October,
and he will shortly return home. Rev,
Father McPhail, who has beun aleo ordain-
ed, will also return to this country.- Rev.
Fathers Daly, Bailey and Daniel Holland
have received minererders. Fatheér Strubbe,
who returned yesterday, bas not quite re-
covered yet from the effects of his illness.
He intends %o go in a few montha to the
West Indies, where he will preach a series
of missions; he expeots to return, however,
sfter a short time. This is meant to give
the Raverend Father a change te rest from
his arduous labors and- to improve _his
health. , : ;

An Awmerican, of 8t. Louis, Father
Schwartz, O. S8. R,, who preached a series
of missions in this  city at St. Ann’s some
time ago has had the honor conferred upon
him of being the first American to be elected
consultor 'gemeral of the Redemptorist
order.
