FISHERS AND THER SPORT

The Silver Fish of lhe];nnehencasis Pursued for
Profit and for Sport--How the Fishermen Prepare
For @ Hake Haul-A Big Storu of @ Big Fish.

ROTHESAY, N, B, Jan. 1— The
hake season has begun and here and
there from Millidgeville to TReed's

Point upon the broad icy surface of
the Kennebeccasis, may be seen the
signs of the fishermen,

Driving out the Marsh road they !

can be met in scores, from old men
to young boys, some of them hauling
their fish boxes upon a hand sled when
the snow permits and others with a
sack over their shoulder containing
their lunches and fishing gear and
serving the purpose of carrying the
hake if luck deigns to smile upon them.
Kennebeccasis hake
both for pleasure and for profit. Those
who have ventured upon the ice this
year say that the fish are large and
plentiful, and that the sport is good.
They who fish in earnest——to whom the
day's luck means dollars and cents—
. go’ about_their work in a systematic
fashion. In the first place the fishing
spots are as well known as the land
marks along the river. The hake
always seem to frequent certain sec-
tions of the stream and there the fish-
erman takes his slice and begins te
cut his holes to fish through. These
holes are about & foot in diametér and
gome few feet apart. There may be
a dogen or there may be more, aceord-
ing to the number of fishermen who
are in the party. Simetimes this ice
cutting is a serious and laborious busi-
ness. When Jack Frost has done his
work well and the snow has kept off,
there may be two feet or more of ice
to cut through, and it can readily be
understood that this is no easy task.
But the holes cut, the hake lines are
produced, some of them 160 feet long,
baited and laden with heavy sinkers,
allowed to drop near the bottom of the
river. The fish are to be found there
if at all. They like many kinds of
bait. Sometimes clams are used, some-

An old time hake fisherman knows
how to provide for his comfort. It §s
one thing fishing from a boat in a lake
in the summer time and another thing
to stand upon the cold ice and fish for
hours with the thermometer below
gero and the north wind chasing icicles
through your whiskers. The old tim-
er takes mone of these chances, He
either takes some bushes to his loca-
tion and erects & nice spruce wind

Ybreak or he has his s‘hsck from year

to year which he draws upon the ice
when it {s
the ice begins to meit.
ermen do the best they cen. Bushes
can always be got, and if they are will-
ing there is plenty of dry shore wood
to build a five, and
‘chunks of logs the city
for hake can smoke his pipe and keep
his eye upon the alder twig to which
his lne is attached to see if any fish is
inclintng it toweard the jce.

This is a most ingenious contrivance.
As soon as & hake hole is cut quite 2
small cavity is made in the ice about
two feet away and a plece of alder or
birch four or five feet in length is plac-
ed in it with some water which soon
freezes, and then the hake line is at-
tached near the end. With a dosen
holes in the ice in line and the birch
pranches also in line it is very easy to
detect which hook a fish is nibbling at.

these branches, sometimes without re-
sult, but that is rare. At the turn of
the tide the hake generally begin to
make their prosence known and soon
the fishermen are hauling in hand over
hand the long lines and throwing their
catch up on the glare ice. They work
rapidly, for the tide does not last long,
and once the fish have passed the ang-
ler has a dull time indeed.

It is a pretty sight to drive up to 2
fishing party and see large numbers of
silver bellied hake lying around on the
ice, each weighing all the way from
three to twenty pounds. 2

Quite often codfish add to the variety
of the day and take the bait intended
for the hake. Then there is great joys
among the fishermen, for the cod is
much more eatable_and of course more
valuable. It is remarkable how many

Kennebeccasis fish for hake. Most of
them will say they do it for sport;
others claim that a fish diet is splen-
did for poultry, but many & pound is
sold in the city and addedto the re-
venue of the farm. \

A good sized hake of aboul ten or
twelve pounds is good eating yhen it

atable as that of some fish and conse-
quently greater/cate must be uhserved
in cooking, but when such a specimen
{s nicely stuffed and baked thorough-
ly, well seasoned and served good and
hot there are many worse dishes eaten
on Wednesdays and Fridays. Some
salt the hake and say they are first
rate, but the writer cannot vouch for
this. The scarcity of fish in the coun-
try makes all kinds—even the perch—
of greater value than would seem rea-
sonable to those who live by the sea
side, but this very rarity has resulted
in the invention of new ways of pre-
paration and cooking so that even a
coast man can get a surprise from 2a
native who never saw the sea.

Some wonderful specimens of fish
have found their way through these
holes upon the end of a hake line. They
must have been the finny prowlers in
the river's depths, for no persons in
this section have found a name for
many of the fish taken from the Ken-
nebeccasis waters.

Although there are many tales of big
fish and some good story tellers here,
as everywhere else, there have been
some remarkable fish of great size
pulled through the ice. Great excite-
ment prevailed off Walter Saunders’
shore one day some winters ago when
his line became hooked to something
that did not give easily. His compan-
jon said it must be a sunken log, and
the ’‘strain upon ihe strong line was
such that Mr. Saunders almost began
to think so himself, when a decided
tug convinced him that a small sized
shark must have come his way. With
great care he pulled and pulled upon
his long line until he felt sure that the
fish must be near. It was, and only
itc nose came into the ordinary hake
hole. To enlarge the hole and not cut
the line was ticklish business, but it
was done, and by this time half the
neighborhood was on hand to witness
the capture. A swift blow upon the
head and a dead fish was hauled to
the surface.- At least they supposed it
was a fish by the look of its body, but
the head was fierce and brutish.

Mr. Saunders is a tall man, fully six
feet, and when he and his companion
passed a good sized fence pole through
the gills of their trophy and walked
off, each with an end of the rail upon
his shoulder, the tail of the river mon-
ster dragged upon the ice.,

COATSWORTH AGAIN
MAYOR OF TORONTO

Polled About Thirteen Thousand Votes
—The Result of the By-Laws
Contest

TORONTO, Jan. 1.—Today's muni-
cipal election in Toronto have resulted
in the return of Mayor Coatsworth and
the triumph of the power by-law.
Mayor Coatsworth polled approximate-
ly 13,000 votes. Lindala, his Socialist
rival, polled about 8,000, with Noble far
behind. Returns for the by-law are not
yet complete, but so far indicate that
it has been carried by a vote of 9,530
to 2,443, a very large vote on a money
by-law in this city. All three other
by-laws were defeated. They were for
the authorization of lands to provide
a new .street car entrance to the ex-
hibition grounds, to build a trunk
gewer and to build a bridge across the
railroad tracks on Yonge street. H. C.
Hocken, Dr. Harrison and Controllers
W. P. Hubbard and J. J. ‘Ward of last
year's board were elected to the Board

The new year contains no pro-
spects for me.”

Mrs. Richter was 48 years old and
lived with her husband Frederick Rich-
ter, sr, and three small children. Her
home life was happy, but recently her
inind became affected through illness,
and to this is attributed her suicide.

HUGHES SHORN
NS GOVERN

Now Rules Over the Slate
of New York.

Beghs Two Years' Tern] with i
Democratic Colleagues—Retiring
Governor Higgins Chesred

ALBANY, N. Y., Jan. 1.—Charles
Evans Hughes today took the oath of
office as governor of the State of New
York, and with his Democratic - col-
leagues began the two years’ term for
which they were chosen by the pgople
in the state clection of November.

GOVERNOR HUGHES,

The retiring governor, Frank W. Hig-
gins, who, in spite of a threatening
condition of health came the length
of the State for the purpose, formally
surrendered the reins of government to
his successor and left late this after-
noon for his home at Olean, a private
citizen for the first time since 1803,
when he was first elected senator. In
his fnaugural address accepting the
powers and responsibilities of the great
office, Governor Hughes paid a marked
tribute to Governor Hizgins, commend-
ing his public services and conscienti-
ous devotion to the interests of the
State. Both the retiring and the in-
coming governors were received along
the line of the parade and in the as-
sembly chamber with cordial applause.

The Inauguration ceremonies were
unusually brilliant and the“attendance
almost unprecedented. At noon the
clouds lifted long - enough for the
parade and the ceremontes in the as-
sembly chamber, and then at the close
of the exercises the gray pall of mist
settled down again and the rain re-
sumed.

Following the inaugural ceremonies
the new governor held a reception in
the executive chamber, and this af-
ternoon he and Mrs. Hughes received
a cordial welcome from a very large
number of people from Albany and
elsewhere in the usual public reception
at the executive mansion.

MORAN APPEALS TO
GOVERNGR GUILD FOR
UMEARN'S RESIGHATION

BOSTON, Jan. 1.—The special incid-
ent today in the long controversy be-
tween District Attorney Moran and
Police Commissioner O’Meara over the
enforcement of the laws, especially
those relating to the observance of
Sunday, was the letter which Mr.
Moran sent to Governor Guild suggest-
ing that Commissioner O’'Meara’s resig-
nation be requested. In his letter Mr.
Moran declares that the police com-
missiorer is ignorant of the law and
that ignorance has been: emphasized
by his orders to the police and the sub-
sequent annoyance of many persons
innocent of violations of the Sunday
observance laws.

It was admitted at the executive de-
partment at the state house this even-
ing that a letter had been received
from the district sttorney, but the
nature of it was withheld until tomor-
row.

The municipal court today approved
25 more applications for sumonses fer
alleged violations of the Sunday laws,
bringing the total to 130, and involv-
ing nearly 200 defendants. The major-
ity of the summonses granted today
were against bankers, but the num-
ber also included members of one of
the hotel orchestras, the court select-
ing one orchestra out of a number
whose names were taken in order to
have a test case.

The special committee of the last
legislature, which has been investigat-
ing the Sunday Taw-and which was
about to report to the incoming legis-
lature, decided today -to withhold fits
report until some of the local cases are
tried, so that the result in this city
may be included in the findings

CANADA'S TRADE
FIGURES ENCOURAGING

\OTTAWA, Jan. 1.—The growth of
Canada’s trade continues without di-
minution. For the first five months of
the present fiscal year the trade am-
ounted to $278,613,482, an-increase com-
cared with the same period last year
of forty-four millions. Of this increase
three and a half millions was in ex-
ports, thirty-two millions imports and
the balance goods handled through
Canada on foreign account. A com-
parative statement of imports shows
the_following :

Fishery produce, exX-
ports.decreased by two and a quarter
millions, and agricultural produce by
twe and a half millions. During No-
vember exports decreased two and &
half millions and imports increased
three millions.

BARKENTINE HAS
ARROW ESCAPE

The Mary Barry Had Ter-
rible Experience

Bound From Dorchester, . B. for dack-
sonville and Nearly Wreoked—
Will be Towed Back Again

> o

BOSTON, Dec. 81.—Remarkable sea-
manship on the part of her comman-
der, and splendid bravery and endur-
ance on the part of the crew, were all
that enabled the Boston barkentine
Mary Barry to weather seven fierce
hurricanes which several times nearly

| caused her to founder,and which drove

her 500 miles off her course.

The Barry, Captain Miller, arrived
here yesterday from Charleston in tow,
s0 badly was she used up by the
storms. She is bound for Dorchester,
N. B., from Jacksonville, Nov. 20, with
420,000 feet of lumber.

Captain Miller reports that several
times, while trying to round Cape Hat-

teras, he almost gave up hope; several

times he was certain that the old bark-
entine would founder; but so brave
and sturdy .were the members of the
crew, and so willing, that he stuck to
the.ship and never gave up.

During the series of hurricanes that
the Barry encountered, she was driven
more than 500 miles off her course and
delayed many days. -

Trouble began on Nov. 26, about 40
miles off Cape Hatteras.

There the Barry ran into the first
hurricane, a brisk north-northwester,
which increased in' power rapidly, For
a time the ship was kept off her course,
but soon was fprced to run before the
storm under bare poles.

The seas battered her hull and tossed
her about so that she soon began to
leak badly. The men were ordered to
the pumps, and were lashed, to prevent
their being washed overboard.

At noon, a towering sea rose over
the stern, raked the ship and carried
away everything not lashed down. Tons
and tons of water poured into her and
for a time it looked as though she
would founder.

Far over on her beam ends she lay,
until at last the volume of water had
poured out of her. Then she slowly
righted. Meanwhile, the leak had in-
creased and the vessel was settling
rapidly.

As the boats had all been carried
away, there was nothing for the crew
to do but stick to the pumps and stick
they did, sleeping not at all, and only
now and then being able to snatch &
bit of food.

In time the storm subsided, and the
vessel crawled north.

But she had not made many knots
when another hurricane struck her.
Again she was driven off her course.
Again the crew were forced to live on
the pump-brakes.

The water increased in the well at
the rate of two feet an hour, and it was
only by almost superhuman efforts
that the crew kept her a{loat.

Storm after storm ' then descended
upon the devoted ship, five more of
them. But she was a staunch old
craft, and, with a crew so wearied that
they could hardly stand watch, she
crept into Charleston.

There she chartered a tug, which
brought her to this port. Another will
tow her to Dorchester.
