TORONTO, Ont., May 19.—Saturday
was a day of surprises on the Wood-
bine course. Out of the six races run,
only two went to favorites. Longshots
took the others. Most of the interest
naturally centered in the King’'s plate
race for 50 guineas, given by his ma-~
jesty, and $4,000 donated by the On-
tario Jockey Club. This is the oldest
race in America, having been run every
wear since 1860, and seems to grow in
popularity with each successive season.
It never attracted so great a crowd as
westerday. The horses that had been
picked to win were Hon. Adam Beck’s
Photographer and Seagram’s Sea Wall
end Half a Crown.
