BAN ON THE QUTRINAL.

After the fall of Rome in September, 
1870, at the hands of the Italian gov­
ernment, and its occupation as the cap­
itol city of Italy, the then Pope, Pius 
IX, placed an interdict on the Apostol­
ic palace of the Qulrinal, so that eccle­
siastical functions could no longer be 
held there because .the Pope had. been 
forcibly deprived of Its possession. It 

In this palace that many con- 
held for the election of

officials and government surveyors as 
their prisoners.

The trouble had been brewing for 
many months, owing to the objection 
of many Mexicans to the high taxa­
tion assessed by Austin Vale, the Jefe 
Politico. When the government en­
gineer, Pasado, arrived with a party 
of surveyors to lay out the town site, 
the natives protested that .they owned 
the lend and objected1 to the survey. 
After taking the surveyors and other 
officials prisoners the armed body 
elected their leader as Jefe Politico, 
and remained firm In their proposition 
as the troops advanced.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations,

29-4- Any person who Is the sole head ot 
a family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter-section of 
available Dominion land In Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli­
cant must appear In person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency 
Dor the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain 
conditions, by father, mother, son 
daughter, brother or sister ot Intend­
ing homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon 
snd cultivation of the land In each ot 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine milea ot his homestead on 
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own­
ed and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother 
or slater.
