Hundreds of de­
cisions are asked for every year to 
settle wagers upon the laws of the 
game, but there Is not on record a 
single ease of any one having made a 
bet upon these rules of etiquette, al­
though these rules are probably broken 
more frequently, more consistently and 
more flagrantly than all the others 
combined.

"A player should not give. any. indica­
tion by word or gesture as" to the na-
