Concerning the woman, who went to

I'he woman’s faith, like a
magnet, had drawn®power out of the
spiritual depths of Christ's great nature,
and absorbed it into her own physical
nature, and straightway she was healed.
But, she would not have received that
power, had not her touch been one of
faith. An unbeliever might have said :

1T it bad, then whoever, in that
vast throng, afflicted with disease, had
brushed against the fringe of His gar
ment, would have been also healed,
whetlier they put their faith in' Him or
pot. . But it was not so. [t required the
touch of faith to bring out the mysterious
power and healing energy, and have it
touch the seat of the woman's discase,
and banish its presence, and bring to
her body the glow of health and the
buoyancy of & new life.
