THE HOUSE OF LORDS AND THE BUDGET.,

Professor Dicey distinguishes between legal right
of the Lords to reject money bills sent from the Com-
mons, and the constitutional usage practically limiting
this right. The learned constitutional lawyer finds that
the limitation of the authority of the Lords has no
other basis ‘than the determination of the Commons not
to accept amendments which the Lords may make to
money bills or regulations connected with them. If the
Commons so refusing has the sanction of the electorate,
the Lords cannot maintain their position, but Professor
Dicey gives a liberal construction to thé power of the
Lords to exercise a suspensive veto until the electors
are heard from. This position is summed up in the
following .conclusive statement:— t

“The House of Lords has the legal power to amend
“or reject any bill whatever. Custom, however, has so
“restricted the use of this right that the House has not

we constitutional or moral power to touch an ordinary

“budget which deals simply with finances. But it has
‘not only the legal but the constitutional right to reject
“or modify any measure which, though in form a money
“bill, in reality #ttempts to effect without the sanction
‘of the House of Lords large political or social changes.
“It is not only #he right but the duty of the Peers to
“restrain any exercise of privilege which trenches on
“the authority of the nation. In the conflict with the
“House df Commons which this action may cause, it is
“absolutely idle to argue that an appeal to the electors
“i§ a deflance of the nation,”
