Montreal, March 8.—It la denied at 
Grand Trunk headquarters that there 
has been any branch of faith in re­
gard to a re-arrangement of rates of 
pay to conductors and trainmen on 
branch line runs which is announced 
to come Ho effect on the company’s 
system on April 1st. This re arrange 
ment has resulted In reductions to 
men on short local runs, who, it is l 
claimed, were receiving wages out of I 
all proportion to the rest of the em­
ployees of the system.

When the award of the board of 
conciliation and arbitration, came In­
to effect this year, all the men on 
these local runs were given the bene­
fit of the maximum, rates allowed un­
der this award. But this has been 
shown to work out unfairly, and the 
railway company lias now exercised 
the right given it by the board of 
railway commissioners, which leaves 
entirely In the judgment of the oper­
ating officials of railways the right to 
deal with the rate» of pay to men on 
local runs and yard engines.

The management of the Grand 
Trunk believes that the men will see 
the justice of the re-arrangement, and 
that the talk which emanates from 
them today of the possibility of an­
other strike of trainmen Is simply 
the work of agitators who wish to 
stir up strife rather than the sober 
opinion of the men generally.

W. G. Brownlee, the general trans­
portation manager of the Grand 
Trunk, In his circular announcing the 
reductions, points out that the com­
pany reserves the right to change the 
rates and regulations upon giving 
thirty days’ notice.
