Boston, Mass, July 3—While the
kot beach “Myles
Standish" was making the trip from
Pemberton to Boston at § o'clock this
afternoon, the ory of “man over
board" startled the crowded steamer.
The steamer was then off Governors
Island, about midway on Me trip to

fmmediately gave orders to stop the
ship and the life boat was lowered
in quick order in an effort to save
the man, but before he could be reach.
ed by the lifeboat he had disappeared
beneath the surtace.

There is considerable mystery as
to just what happened on the boat.
No one tonight seemed to be able to
tell whether the man  had jumped
overboard or had fallen overboard.
The boat was very orowded at the
time with persons returning from ‘he
beach on the hottest day of the sum.
mer, The temperature during the
mid-afternon was just under tha 100
mark.

After a thorough search of the
®pot where the man had gone down,
and an effort to grapple in the decp
water, the lifeboat returned to the
sleamer and it proceeded to Boston.

About 6.15 o'clock this evening,
while Arthur Lehman, of 27 Cooper
street, Chelsea, was crulsing in the
lower harbor, he spled the floating
body of a man, and succeedad in ‘e-
covering it and brought # to Cen
stitution whart.

There it wae identified as that of
Harry J. O'Nell, aged 38, single, of
108 Blllott Row, St. John, who during
the afternoon was lost from the
steamer Myles Standish. He had been
visiting friends at Pemberton. The
body is now at the Northern Mortu-
ary.

After nearly flve yeuars service in
relieving the sufferings of wounded
goldlers in England and France,
Nureing Sister Bdith MeCafferty re-
turned to her home in the city yester
day, bearing on her breast the high-
o8t decoration in the gift of her order,
the Royal Red Cross, and the 1916
service ribbon,

Nursing Sister MecCafferty, who s
a daughter of Francls and Mrs, Me-
Cafferty, went overseas with the First
Canadian General Hospital unit, under
Capt. Mclaren. For a considerdble
time she served with the Canadian
hospital staff at Etaples, where the
Red Cross Thospitals, boldly bearing
the dnsignia which should have been
sacred from all hostile attack, were
repowtedly fired upon by Hun battle
plane raiders. After her experiences
in France, which are numerous and
thrilling enough to adorn a Henty
tale, ghe was given charge of a de-
partment of a military hospital on the
west coast of England, which was the
storm centre of many of the notorfous
Zeppelin raids. For some time Miss
MoCafferty has had charge of the con-
valescent hospital ot Natlock Baths,
Derbyshire, where she was awarded
ihe Royal Red Cross last year for
valuable services rendered.

“It Fairville and distriot formed
vart of the Oity of Bt. John the city
would be more imclined to go ahead
with bullding operations in Lanoas-
ter, and something worth while might
be done ¢o settle the housing prob.
lem,” sald Commissioner Jones yes-
terday.

“The lands owned by the city in
Lancaster would be a desirable place
o establish a mode] suburb, but it the
city bullds there % wiN have to pay
taxes to the county. Amd it is difficult
to recommend expenditures for hous-
ing purposes out there wader the oir
cumstances, especially as the people
of the town of Fairville would get
the most of the benefit from new
bullding there,

“The more I look into the housing
Question here the more I am convine:
&l that something will have
to be done. It Is mot only the work-
ingmen with small salaries who need
houses which private landlords show
no inclination to build. Men in sal
aried positions are hard put to it to
find suitable homes. Under the gov-
emiment scheme men with salaries of
over $3,000 a year are not coneider-
ed; they cammot vent or buy any
houses which may be put up with the
ald of the Dominion loan. Uncenrtain-
ty as to permanence of position makes
the salaried man shy about bullding
on his own account; in these days of
big companies with branches all over
the country the salaried man does not
know what moment he will be shift.
ed to another city. And some means
of providing homes for this class of
men are needed, private enterprise
evidently being not able to meet tho
situation.
