Retailers May Refuse to Selll

l.ess 'Than Two or Four
Pounds Under Certain Cir-
cumstances,

Ottawa, Ont, July 20-—(By Cana-
dian Press)—In an order {ssued by
the Board of Commerce this afternoon
approval 18 given by the board to the
action of sugar reflners dn fixing
priced at twenty-four cents per pound.
It {s also provided that the sale of
granulated sugar at a price higher
than twenty-six cents per pound plus
freight, if any, will be held by the
board to have been made at a price
which dncludes an unfeir profit.

The order states that where sales
in small quantitieg are demanded and
by reason of currency limitations, it
{s impossible to make exact payment
for sugar in exact conformity with
the provisions of the order,—then if
the demanded sale is one pound and
the price, in  exa conformity with
the order, is twenty-six and one-quar-
ter cents or less, the sale, if made,
shall be for twenty-six cents;, but in
such case the dealer may refufe tq
sell only one pound and may reguire
purchase of four pounds, whereupon
the price shall be one dollar and five
cents for four pounds,

The same gule will prevail in re-
gard to two pound and three pound
sales,

The order proceeds: “Where the
demanded sale is of one pound, nnd:
the price, in exact conformity with
provisions of this order, is twenty-
six and one-half cents or less, but
more than twentysix and one-quarter
cents, the dealer may refuse to sell
less than two pounds and the sale
price for the two pounds shall be fifty
threa cents,

“Where the demanded sale s ‘one
pourkl and the price in exact con-
formity with the provisions of this
order is twenty-six and three-quarter
cents or less but more than twenty-
six and one-half cents, the dealer
may refuse to sell dess than four
pounds and the sale price for four
pounds shall be one dollar and seven
cents,

“And generally, where ‘small quan-
titles are sold the dealer may adapt
his price charged to currency condi-
tions by marking down the price and
not marking it up, the whole notwith-
standing anything fn this order con-
tained

“That while reflners’ prices are
twenty-four cents or under, basis as
aforesald sales of granulated sugar by
wholesalers thereof at a price so high
that a retafler of such sugar will be
unable to resell such sugar at 26
centa” per pound plug freight and at
the same time realize theron freight
paid, & margin, spread or gross profit:
of two cents per pound, will be held
by this board to include an unfair
profit.

“Provided however, with respect to
transactions in sugar had previously
to the date of this order, the liability
of all persons firms and corporations
for cniminal or other consequences
with relation to sales or purchases of
sugar shall remain and be effective.”

NOW RECEIVED

By Railway Executives in
Montreal, and it is Thought
Wil} be Final for
Present.

VIEWS OF CANA-
DIAN OFFICIALS

Employees of Canadian Roads
Are Asking for Similar
Wage Increases to Those
Granted to U, S, Workers.

Montreal, July 20—The award of
the United States Rallway Board
published this morning, was received
by rallway executives in Montreal
with considerable interest, ome of
them stating that while no informa-
tion was as yet in hand as to the re-
ception of the award by the men, he
thought that it would be final at any
rate for the present.

An executive of the Grand Trunk
railroad states that Canadian railway
men have asked for similar increases
to those now awarded in the United
States and action has been delayed
pending the publication of the Amer!-
can Railway Board's finding. Cana-
dian raillways have already a deficit
of about $37,000,000, due to awards
arising out of the McAdoo award
which, though applicable to American
railways, has been accepted by ‘the
Canadian railways, who have granted
increased rates to the men. Further,
that the dncrease of freight rates,
now being asked for by the Canadian
railways, raising the present rates
by about thirty per cent,, will only
take care of the $37,000,000 above
mentioned.

While every sympathy is with the
men it 48 impossible to incréase their
wage until parliament gives.the ratl
ways authority to increase the rates
on freight Before this can be done it
is mecessary to find out how much
these increases will mean. It is
thought that they will amouat to
$560,000,000,

Another factor in the situation, 1t
18 stated, that American ratlways are
gtill operating under state guarantees,
which have been extended for six
months. Canadian reilways, on the
other hand, have no government
guarantees ‘and have to pay their
ways,

WHOLE NEW TOWN
TO BE BUILT NOW

Loudon County Council Will
Erect 24,000 Houses in
Next Five Years.

AT COST OF $150,000,000
A Real Attempt to Deal With

Serious Shortage of Homes
in England.

London, July 20.-—So desperate 18
England's need of homes that the
most glgantic housing schemes are
being put forward and are meeting
with public approval.  The London
County Council has ceased to talk of
mereiy erecting new houses or even
of houses. It is now favorably con-
sidering the building of & whole new
town, which will cost at the least
$160,000,000,

The plan i8 to develop the Dagon-
bam estate, which {5 about 3,000
meres in extent, and is situated eleven
miles east of London, between the
Thames and Halnault Forest. It now
consists of agnicultural and market
gardening land, and was acquired for
the erection of working-class houses
by a compulsory order made by the
London County Council and confirmed
by the Mindster of Health. The pre-
gent proposal i8 to erect about 24,000
houses within the next five years, the
work to be entrusted to a master con-
tractor who has put forward a tender
for a'fee of 1'% per cent on the ac-
tual cost of the operations,

This huge vemture will involve the
creation of a town larger than an o
dlnary” county borough, and while the
present estimate of the cost is §150,-
000,000, it s realized that that vast
sum may be exceeded,

Here are a few particulars of the
soheme:

Housing accommodation to be pro-
vided for at least 120,000 persons.

Over 20 schools, five fire stations,
four free libraries, several places ot
amusement, and other public build-
ings to be erected.

Steady employment for 10,000 work
men.

2,500 tons of bullding materials to
be used every day.

Application has been made to the
Ministry of Transport to secure im-
proved rallway facilities for the
cality to meet the tremendous
mand. The Ministry is said to bg in
favor of the scheme, and to have gm»
mised to extend the present service
to whatever extent becomes neces-
sary for the carrying out of this huge
undertaking., It 1s fully recognized
that stupendous housing . schemes
must be carried out to meet Eng-
land’s urgent need.

Bonar Law So Declared Yes-

RIOTING STILL GOING

Lohdon, July 20—(By Canadian
Associated Press)—Bonar Law, lead-
er of the government in the House of
Commons, stated last night that the
government was ‘‘getting the Irish
situation Dbetter in hand.”

Tuam, County Galway, Ireland, July
20—There was promiscuous shooting
and several buildings were burned,
including the town hall, in an out-
break here early this morning result-
ing, according to the townspeople,
from the killing of two policemen
near Tuam, last evening.

The firing began at five o'clock,
arousing the inhabitants and driving
them to shelter. Later, fires were
started in different parts of the town,
doing 100,000 pounds sterling damage,
according to the Press Association.
The military forces were called out
but were soon withdrawn The num
ber of casuaities was unknown up to
this afternoon.

The policemen killed

stableg Carey and Burke. They were
shot dead when returning from the
Galway assizes by a party oS from
forty to fifty armed men who had
blocked the road with felled trees and
walted in ambush until the car in
which Carey and Burke, a sergeant
and another constable were riding,
came in sight. Qbserving the ob-
struction, Carey and Burke jumped
off the car and were shot and killed
instantly, The two others alighted
and fired upon their assailants until
thelr ammunition was expended. They
were then overpowered and reileved
of their rifles, blind:folded and order-
ed to return to ‘Tuam.
The police and miMtary became
active shortly afterwards and it is
alleged that they sacked the towa,
shots being fired dnto houses and
shops.  Buildings were set afire and
the town hall was wrecked
