A STRONG MAN, HE IS HATED
AND FEARED AT HOME
AND ABROAD.

His Enemies Say He Wants War
For Person Aggrandizement.—He
Says Personally He Has All to
Loose and Nothing to Gain
Through & War.

Loxpox, Sept. 23—0ace more the eyes

and he stands out as the pivot of policy
at the moment when England is seem.
ingly being rapidly driven towards a
conflict which may in its uliéimate issue
decide the fate of the whole British em-
pire. To political hatred of this virile
personality is attributable no smell
measure of the bitter hostility which
has been imported into this South Af:i-
oan question in the press and among
putlic men here, and abroad in Ruegia,
France and Germany.

The Radicale hate him as they hate
no other politician. The Tories are dis-
trustful and jealousof his predominance,
and abroad he stands for whatis most
pashfal and moat objsctionable in Brit-
ish methods, yet he remains the man at
thlo lwheel at this moment of supreme
crisin.

This week the semi-official Novoe
Vremya of St. Petersburg finds in Eng-
land’s assumed intention. to absorb the
Transveal as well as Egypt and the
Soudln’elomenh of a “new British in-
trigne,” whereby a colossal Mohamme-
dan power is to be created to rival that
of the sultan himself and ultimately fo
sweep Rueeia out of Central Asia, and af
the bottom of it all is Mr. Chsmberlain.
In England Mr, Chamberlain’s enemies
are for ever attributing fo him similarly
wild political inérignes.

Now what defence dces this much-
abused man make to these allsgations of
greed and blood-thirstinese? . How does
he justify the pclicy he i¥ now im-
posing upon England? I can throw
8 gow, ioteresting aud personal light
upon this question., One whe knows
him sufficiently well to enabie him to do
so with impunity was encouraged the
other day to put before Mr, Chamber-
lain & picture of himgelf as his enemies
see him at the present jamcture. The
picture was drawn somewhat thus:
“This man, the moat relentlessly
ambitious politictan of the Vietorisn era,
driven from his life loog radical allies
by the frustration of his hopes of leader-
ship, walked stzaight into the camp of
his traditional politicel enemier, snd
annexed the one portfolio in the Tory
ministry which in Epgland’s imperialis-
tic mood seemed capable cf most aggran-
disement. Enter Joseph Chamberlain,
the great colonial gecretary! At last, peo-
ple sald, there will be an end to the dod-
dering old women at the colonial office!
Atlast a man is at the head of the em-
pire! He does not go there for nothing.

~ “Four years have pasged. What bas
the great colonial secretary to show for
it? All his enemies in their venom esy
‘nothing.’ Th&y gay, moreover, this
chance of & lifetime is fast slipping from
him. His term of office will be over in
s year’s time. Something spectacular
he must do. Hence his determination
to hand down his name fo history as the
creator of one British dominion in Sonth
Africa, cost what it may in blood and
treasure.”

My, Chamberlain’s reply ran thus—1
quote as nearly as poseibls his exact

words, omitting certain exple-
tiver. “*Well, he said, “I knew
there were consummate fools

in high places, but this passes the
bounds of consummate folly. Take for
granted that I am by natare an im-
placable and bloodthirsty man, they
might at least give me credit for being
a man of business. Theysay I care onl
for personsl aggrandizement, W hat credit
is to be got out of 8 South African war?
Any fool can rash to the sword. Don’t
they see that were I to end this busi.
ness by war I should have half this
country hounding me as & man of blosd?
Dun’t they eee that if I sucoeed in end-
ing it peacefully every man among you
will bow down before me as & heaven-
sent statesman? War! I have evary-
thing to lose by it. Pemce! If is my
{ramp card.”

And this, beyond question, is the gen-
eral line of policy from which all the
‘warlike . talk of their own organs has
failed to move the ministry. Ba'k
down the ministers cannot and will not.
The Boer hopes that a successfal incur-
sion from the Orange Free Staie into
Natal prior to thearrival of British re-
inforcement may induce England to re-
peat her magnanimity of 1881, and
abandon her hoatile tactics, are doomed
to certain failare. If Epilarnd is once
formed to take wp the sword in South
‘Alrics, she will not lsy it down tli
British paramountcy has been aseerted
beyond all chance of dispute in the
years to come, But, tor all that,it is
true that England and England’s minis-
try, including Mr. Chsmberlain, are
mont loath to take up the aword.

Meanwhile, the active antipathy exhi-
bited towards Dreyfus and the inaction
in the cause of justice of Cardinal Ram-

lla and the vatican, have inspired the

man Catholic press of Italy and
France, provoking no small storm in
Roman Catholic circles here. Eaglish
Roman Catholics bitterly resent this
open slliance with the anti-Semite move-
ment, and maeke the strongest protests
in the press. OCardinal Vaughan, in-
deed, han so far departed from custom as
fo pen two long defences of the church,
but his critics agk in uﬁy, Why does
Rome persist in withholding that official
censure of the anti-Semite movement
and journals, which must rob both of
their present power for evil?

TODAY WILL DECIDE.

THE TRANSVAAL EXECUTIVE
WILL REPLY TO GREAT
BRITAIN.

Some of the Correspondence—Brit-
ish Troops Are Rapidly Lining the
Frontier —Pretoria Being Fortified
—The Bours’ Estimation of Their
Forces.

~ Preroma, Sept 25.—The Imperial de-
spatch was read foday in the volks-
raad.

President Kruger announced that the
reply of the government of the SBouth
African republic would be presented to
the volksraad tomorrow.

Durean, Natal, Sept. 25—8even hun-
dred and fitty men of the Licestershire
regiment, 750 of the Royal Dublin Fasi-
lier, 200 mounted infantry, and the 18th
Husars Lave arrived at Dundee from
Lady Smith.

These troops will form & new camp at
Glencoe, their places being filled by
others from Indie.

The movement was executed so smart-
ly and unexpectedly that the Boer spies
were unaware ofit until it was actazlly
accom} lished.

LoxNpoN, Sept. 26—A special despatch

an unfriendly act.

The
refusal of the South African government
to entertain the offer thus made, coming
8 it does after four months of profracted
negotiations, themselves rhe climsx of
five yaars of extended agitation, makes
it uselses fo er pursue the
discussion on the lines hitherto followed
and the imparisl government is now
compelled to consider the situation
afresh and formulate new proposals for a
final settlement of the phases which
have been created in South Africa by
the policy constantly followed for man
yoaras by the government of Sout
Africa® They will communicate the re-
sult of their deliberations in a later
deepatch.
