COST OF LIVING

T OPE TOWN,

Resettlement of South Africa Brings Out Pro}r\inently the
Question of Emigration to the Dark Continent--Some Facts

Good to Know.

With the resettlement of South Africa
the question of emigration to Cape Colony
and the new territories will naturally at-
tract the attention of many.

The advantages which South Africa of-
fers to the newcomer, be he farmer,clerk,
tnechanic, or professional aman are many;
the drawbacks and disadvantages, too, are
mo{b a few. The emigrant, no matter
where he goes, will always have to coa-
sfder both sides of the question and to
fveigh carefully the pros and cons of the

¥ situation that will face him when he ar-

rives at his new home.

Ag far as South Africa is concerned, it
is safe to.say that the advantages, in
some linés at least, are far greater than
the possible hardships which the néw-
comer may encounter. Old men and mid-
dle-aged individuals, and, in general, men
with families to provide for, should mot
dream of going out to try their luck;
but there is no reason why young men,
especially mechanics with good constitu-
tions and not afraid of hard work, should
not go out even “on epec.”

To leave a good position in England
for the sake of trying as a venture some-
thing in the same line in Affrica is not to
be commended; but a clerk or a laborer
drawing a moderate salary here stands a
fair chance of increasing his fortunes and
bettering his position out there.

On the 'Cape government railways em-
ployment can always be found for “expert
mechanicians; while there are good open-
ings for those iwho are. experienced in
various trades—for instance, in the fruit
industry, in dairy farming, or in other
trades and industries. Those who intend
to cbtain employment on the railway
would find it an excellent thing to make
themselves acquainted avith the block sys-
tem of ‘signalling, which is ‘to be intro-
duced “on the Cape lines. ‘In fact, every
intending emigrant' should : meke a point
of acquainting. himseh with tle)most re-
ceat jmprovements in his especial trade.

There are many industries at the ‘Cape
which are as yet in their swaddling
clothes, and in which the help of experts
would be of inestimable value. Of these
the chief is perhaps the fishing industry,
which gives promise of becoming one of
the most valuable of Cape industries. At
present it is chiefly in the hands of the
Malay fisherman; but of late the Ttalian
community have interested themselves
largely in the business, and many of them
have prospered exceedingly in consequence.
The .intending emigrant should carefully
consider his line of action. He should
visit the agent general’s office in Victoria
street and obtain the latest information
he can iget, and if he has an agent or:
friend  at ‘the Cape who can help him in
any way he should 'communicate direct
with <his friend and try-to obtain a tem-
porary situation which will give him time
to . become sottled before he atbempts
dnything on his own aecount. o
{ Having definitely decided to go_ out, the
next thing will jbe the -question of cost.
An outfit for the Cape Colony should be
45 eothipdet ‘a8’ possitfle, and need tiot” Rl
ipto many pounds. Tt would be better
for the emigrant to take a small outfit
and' some ready money than to invest
most of his cashyin material on this side,

‘The next thing to be decxded will be
the  tranepont. The Union Castle Com-
pany,” while the quickest and most com-
fortable line, is also the dearest, and the
emigrant would. do well to take 3 berth
in one of the Amstralian White Stdr boats
of Messrs. Ismay, Imrie & Co. The cost
of a berth ranges from £9 to £16, accord-
ing to position of cabin, ete.; but all the

passengers on board the White Star ‘boats
are of one class, and have the whole run
of the decks of the magnificent twia-

both on the outward and homeward voy-

ages. ;

The Bucknall liners are more expensive
and carry first-class passengers only, the
fare being - £25. On the Union OCastle
boats (fare £10. third-class) the thirdy
class passengers have only a part of the
Jower deck, and, of course, merely third-
iclass accommodation. On the White Star
boats the trip to the Cape, everything
included, need mot cost more than £16.

{The great question is, of course, that of
living at the Cape. A salary of £130 at
iCape Town is often said ite: be equal: to
one of £60 in London; but there is mo
necessity why it should be so. In Liondon
living is by mo means €o cheap as the
colonial expects it to be, and at the Cape
it is by no means so expensive as the
Englishman  imagines. At any Cape
Town boarding house of good repute the
newcomer c¢an obtain board and lodging
at prices ranging from £5 to £8 per
month. Below #£5 the fare is often in-
different and the accommodation wvile;
but at £8 the boarder has a room to
himself, and his meals are excellent.

Hotelg charge much higher rates, even
the second or thirdrate hotels in the

The difference is only seen when one has
a family to provide for and a house to
hire, for house rent, coal, water; and
other hoousehold expenses are higher than
in England. The single wonkman who
lives as a bachelor will, however; find a
salary of £100 at the Cape fully equal
to £90 in London.

In the country districts living may be
either cheaper or more expensive than in
Cape Town. If the newcomer can secure
a room in a local boarding house, he will
have to pay £4 10s. to £6 per month,
everything included; whereas, if he re-
sides at a “dorp hotel,” he will have to
meet bills of £10 to £15 for the same
period exclusive of many -extras. Coun-
tty boarding houses are generally well
patronized, and the visitor may find a
difficulty in permanently engagmg rooms3
mmless he is provided .with references, ete.’

In general,.it may be taken that if the

To a large ex-
tent;, however, . his outlay will depend on
the company he affects; and if he is ab all
sociably inelined, he must be prepared to
allow an extra £2 or £3 per month, for
drinks at the Cape cost twice as much
as in England, and tobacco (except ma-
tive grown ‘Congo) is proportionately
dear.—TLiondon Daily Mhil.

CANADIAN BUTTER
STANDS TEST.

Analysis Shows None Near the 16 Per Cent
Moisture Line,

Ottawa, Aug. 8—(Special) —Some time
ago a regulation was issued by the British
dairy importers that butter containing
more than 16 per cent. moistur¢ will be
sonsidered adulterated and of inferior
quality-

In order to place Uanadian goods on 2
proper footing, it was decided to make
a test of the butter manufactured at dif-
ferenp points. The analysis is being car-
ried on by Professor Strutt, of the ex-
perimental farm, and, so far, although
samples have been collected from a wide
area, none have been found with any-
thing near 16 per cent. moisture, which
gpeaks well for Canadian butter- The but-
ter tested was manufactured under cir-
cumstances which would tend to produce
moisture, but it has proved all right.
