Portland, Me., Sept. 10—Edward I
Cole, the Hillsboro man who is in jail
here, awaiting trial on the charge of mur-
dering his townsman, John F. Steeves, at
Falmouth, near Portland, on or about

~ April 12 last, will know his fate in a few

days. Committed by Judge Hill for trial
in May, the grand jury of the Superior
Court has had his case under consideration
during the past week and will probably
report on Tuésday, at the latest. There is
little doubt of its verdict, and the proba-
bility is strong that Cole will face a trav-
erse jury on the charge against him.

What the outcome of the trial will be
is a matter of much doubt. From the out-
set, Cole’s lawyer, Scott Wilson, city soli-
citor of Portland, has been outpoken in
his belief that his client is.innocent, and
that he can produce evidence that will
absolutely clear him from suspicion. - Mr.
Wilson is an able lawyer and his opinion
carries weight with all who know him. But
he expresed a similar opinion as strongly
before the preliminary hearing and at that
time the strength of the state’s case up-
set all calculations. It is the general be-
lief now that Sheriff Pennell, who has
given close personal attention to filling
in the gaps of the evidence already pre-
eented, will offer at the final hearing a
chain of proof that it will be difficult for
the accused to break, unless he shall be
able to establish a complete and convinc-
ing alibi. That the sheriff has new evi-
dence is admitted, but its nature is close-
ly guarded by the officers, and its value
cannot be estimated in advance of its
presentation in open court.

Cole has been locked up in the county
jail here since probable cause was found
against him on the charge May 12. He
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has been in good spirits most of the time
except for a rew days. after the prelimi-
nary hearing, when he was much depress-
ed and spent the days in nervously pacing

his cell. As the time for his trial ap-
proaches, he appears to acquire more con-

fidence and now expresses complete assur-
ance of a result satisfactory to himself.

He reads the Bible earnestly and fre-
quently, and appears to gather much satis-
faotion from chewing tobacco, which he
is seldom without.

The accompanying picture of Cole was
taken shortly after he was committed to
jail and is an excellent likene:s af the
man as he appeared today. The clothing
shown in it is the same as that worn by
him on April 12, the day when a number
of witnesses swear they saw him in Fal-
mouth in company with the man whose
mangled body was found nearby on Las-
ter Sunday.

Cole and Steeves had been more or less
intimate all their lives. Both came to
Portland frem Hillsboro, and _Steeves
boarded with the Cole family for some
time after his arrival. They were estrang-
ed by money matters for some weeks be-
fore the murder, Cole says, but there had
bean some ground for believing that the
two were engdged together in spotting
liquor dives, against which Sheriff Pennell
instituted a vigorous campaign about 2
month before ,the tragedy. The sheriff
declares that there is no truth in the re-
port that the two.men were in his em-
ploy, but apparently they were doing
some private detective work along these
lines, and Cole at the time of his arrest
told of threats that had been made against
his own life by men engaged in the sale
of liquor. His theory. at that time was
that Steeves had been murdered by the
same people who warned him. Whether
the defence will gttempt to establish such
a hypothesis on the trial is not known.
So far Mr. Wilson has given no indica-
tion of his method for proving the prison-
en's innocence, and at the preliminary
hearing put in no case at all, allgwing the
court to find its decision solely on the
state’s evidence.

THINK FINANCIAL
TROUBLES LED T0
‘GOLDING'S SUICIDE

Former South African Soldier Found
Shot in Railway Car

NUMBER OF BILLS
FOUND IN POCKET

He Left a Peculiar Note in Room
of His Boarding House,-Mother
Learns Awful News Through
Talk of Men in Street Oar.

.The body of Manford Golding, a stréet
railway motorman, was found doubled up
on the blood covered floor of a closet in
en I. C. R. car near the round house about
2 o’clock Friday afternoon.

A 45 calihre revolyer lay beside him,
and the bullet that had ploughed through
his brain was on the floor after etriking
the wall. .

That he deliberately took his life there
is but scant reason for deubting. There is
also reason for believing that for eeverdl
days he had been contemplating suicide.
A note found in his room and certain re-
marks to one whom he chprishcd,]end sup-
port to such a supposition.

He was the son of GiJhert N. Golding,
of Wickham, Queens coupty, and was in
his twenty-eighth year. He served in
South Africa with one of the late contin-
gents, and before entering the employ of
the street railway was connected with the
American express company. :

For the past two years he boarded with
Mrs. Ann Killam, 2¢ Wellington Row.
Tuesday morning last his mother arrived
here from her home in Wickham en route
to Hampton. The same day Mr. Golding
gecured leave of absence and in the even-
ing went to Hampton, spending the fol-
Jowing day and Thursday with his mother
there. Friday morning both boarded
the Sussex express on their return to the
city and between 9.30 and 10 o’clock the
mother arrived at Mrs. Killam’s house
But the son did not.

Just after the train left Rothesay he
joined his mother—he had been in another
car—and he eaid to her that he would
jump off as soon as the train arrived and
would hurry to his work and for her to
take a car up town. Then he left her.

Subsequently Mrs. Golding proceded to

the residence of a relative, Thos. Hay, 60|

Waterloo street, where she spent the re-
mainder of the morning. Early in the
afternoon she left on an errand into the
city, and boarded a streef car to return.

Mother Heard it in Street Oat.

She overheard a couple of men convers-
ing. One wak referring to sensational
news in the afternoon papers. She caught
the name “Golding.” In an agony of fear
and doubt she made inquiries, and was
informed that the supposed suicide was -a
motorman. At the corner of Waterloo
and Union streets she alighted. Faint
and fearful,but endeavoring to hope against
hope, she at last reached Mr. Hay’s house
and later in the afternoon, when the in-
telligence was confirmed, became utterly
prostrated.

According to one of the Sussex exprogs
train crew,who saw Mr, Golding board the
train at Hampton, he was in excellent
humor and on the way into the city was
most communicative. The reports to the
effect that hie had been drinking were evi-
Wantly without foundation. The tmain-
men unite in saying that he was strictly
wober and his landlady, Mre. Killam, also
aflinms that when he left on Tuesday after-
noon he was not in the slightest,degree
under the influence of liquor and that he
had been temperate during the two years
he boarded with her.

Frank Hollis, of 311 Rockland Road, is
an express messenger and he was on the
Sussex express when Mr. Golding, with
whom he was acquainted, came aboard.
The latter, part of the way down, was in
the car with Mr. Hollis, and assisted
him with the work, talking cheerfully and
laughing as subjects arose. He alluded to
his brief sojourn in the country, to the
thankfulness felt in Kings county because
of the rains, and other timely topics.

James (avanaugh, a car cleaner, dis-
covered the body. The aoach, a second-
class, had 'been.shunted near the old
round house. Mr. Cavanaugh tried the
door of the lavatory and found it locked.
He went outside procured a etep-ladder,
and looked in the window.

The motionless figure of a man, wearing
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a blood-drenched uniform was ‘what Cav-
anaugh saw. He opened the window, and
knew that a tragedy had happened. Then
he_notified his fellow workmen, and later
Chief Clark, Coroner Robents, and the
railway station officials were made ac-
quainted with what had occurred.

Chief Clark found he could not open
the door, as the body becoming rigid had
wedged the door fast. He drew himself
through the window, however, and open-
ed the door a little. Then it was taken
from the hinges, and the body was remov-
ed. Golding had round his waist a 'oelt
with nine cartridges in it, and also wore
the holster in which the pistol bad been
carried.

At first there was difficulty in estab-
lishing indentity. The features were hard-
ly recognizable. The upper part of the
gkull was all but torn off. The uniform
was seen to be that of the St. John
street railway. Deceased wore, tan boots,
in the button hole of the coat was a car-
nation, He was of athletic build, and
of dark complexion, smooth shaven, and
gold was conspicuous in th® front teeth.
After the coroner viewed the body per-
mission for removal was given, and it was
placed in John Chamberlain’s undertak-
ing rooms.

Instantly Killed.

The weapon was of such a ealibre that
death must have been instantaneous. It
could not be definitely determined st
night if belt and pistol constituted. part of
Mr. Golding's campaign equipment. The
revolver is about the size of the type is-
sued to the mounted contingents to South
Africa, but Mrs. Killam, of Wellington
Row, said that she believed the revolver
is the property of Harry Comeau, a street
railway motorman. Mr. Comeau, it is
understood, is out of the city at present,

. but the revolver -had been in the pes-

session of Mr. Golding for' a weck or so.

On the body were found some lztters, a
watch, pipe and bunch of keys. Among
the letters were some liquor bills, and
threats that legal steps would be taken
to recover the amounts due. There were
also grocery accounts, and a letter from
his fiancee, Miss Bessic Killam. The
grief at the Killam home at Wellington
Row, was pitiful.

“I cannet imagine,” said Mrs. Killam,
last evening, ‘“what prompted Manford
to do such a terrible deed- He was al-
ways so bright; always so full of life.”

Left a Note.

“I am not aware,” she continued, “that
he had any secret troubles—that is, did
not suspect anything wrong until Wed-
nesday morning, when I found a note on
his bedroom table. It was written on an
envelope, and covered with a pocket-
handkerchief. It read:

“Dear Mother,—If anything happens to
me, collect my insurance money, pay my
bills and keep the rest for yourself.

“MANFORD.”

After I read that I became nervous.
He had left us the day previous, about
the middle of the afternoon, without say-
ing where he was going, and we did not
know he had gone to Hampton. The
same morning I found the note, Manford’s
brother, Stephen, called, and I handed it
to him., He was disturbed and said he
couldn’t see any.reason for his brother
leaving such a message.. 1 never heard of
him complaining about financial trouble.
It was only a few days ago, though, that
he mentioned something to my daughter
that made us feel uneasy. He hinted that
he was in difficulties, and when she inquir-
ed for more particulars he said she would
probably know some day. It was so un-
like him to talk that way. He was al-
ways so cheerful.”

Mrs. Killam added that on last Monday
he cleaned the revolver in the Kkitchen.
He took particular care of it, and had
frequently had it with him on yachting
excursions with his friend, Mr. Comeau-

Friday evening Mrs. Golding, mother of
deceased, left Mrs. Hay's and spent the
night with Dr. and Mrs. Case, . Princess
street. She was very feeble, and could
talk but little about the deplorable event.

The inquest into the death of Manford
Giolding was held Saturday afternoon, and
the verdict was to the effect that deceas-
ed came to his death by a self-inflicted
shot fired from a. revolver.

Caroner Roberts pnesided and the sit-
ting, which was in the north end police
station, was concluded within two hours.
The verdict was reached after about
twenty minutes deliberation.

John H. Sproul, conductor of the ex-
press on which the body was found, said
that to the time: of leaving Torryburn
the witness examined all the lavatories
and found them vacant. He heard mo
sound like a shot.

Frank Hollis, express messenger, said
that he talked with Golding and that the
latter was .in excellent spirits. He last
,saw him when the train was nearing

Brookville. Deceased had made mention
of his mother being on board.

William McAdoo, an I. C. R. carpenter,
told of looking in thie lavatory door in
the car in the yard and seeing the body.
Chief Clark raised the window and, climb-
ing through, tried to open the door.

James Cavanaugh and Oscar W. Peter-
sen, éar cleaning foreman, told of the
occurrences previous to and after finding
the body. \

Chief ' Clark told of climbing through
the window and endeavoring to open the
door. The door had to be taken from the
hinges to remove the body. The witness
fund a large rmevolver lying between the
ankles of deceased. The witness produced
the revolver, the shell, the spent bullet,
and also the cartridge belt and holster
found on the body. He told in detail of
the steps taken after the discovery of the
body. .

Sergt.Kilpatrick’s evidence was practical-
ly a repitition of what had already been
adduced.

MEN IN TOWN
FROM FAR NORTH

Two of Peary’s Number on the
Eric En Route to
Washington

LEFT EXPLORER ON
COAST OF GREENLAND

~

Say the Roosevelt Behaved Excellent-
ly in the lce---Eskimos Eager to
Join the Commodore -- Ship Now
Likely Fast in Ice Until February.

The latest newe concerning Commander
Robert Peary and his polar exvedition was
brought to the city Sunday, when a
couplé of browned and seasoned looking
men registered at the Grand Union Hotel.
They were on their way to Washington to
submit a report in connection with the
progress the explorer had made when they
eaw him last at Cape Sabine, Greenland.

Pendingy this duty they do not desire
that their names be given publicity, but
they were by no means averse to narrating
many facts of timely interest with re-
spect to the Roosevelt and those op board.

They were the bearers of the telegram
that the commander gave the world a few
days ago, eaying that all was well. -

Brought Peary’s Telegram.

f‘VVe were on board the eupply ship
Enic,” said one, “and parted from the com-
mander at an Esquimo gettlement near
Cape Sabine called Eta. ' The date was
August 16 and by this time the Roosevelt
must be frozen in and those on board are
settling down to live through the long
night that will last until February. In
that month the daylight will reappear and
it will be then that the dash for the pole
will be made.”

The Telegraph’s informant said Comman-
der Peary while at Eta was somewhat
concerned because of the presence of an ice
gorge about twenty miles in extent stretch-
ing from the settlement to Cape Sabine.

‘“He gave us his telegram just before
going into that gorge on his way north,
and of course we were all keenly interested
‘n watching how the Roosevelt would be-
have, for it was the first ice of any conse-
quence that had been encountered since
leaving St. John’s.- We kept her in view,
and she went through the field excellently.
In fact she is more of a machine than a
ship—bnilt wholly and solely for Arctic
exploration.”

The Eric preceded the Rocsevelt on the
initial stage of the voyage north. The
former vessel went to North Star Bay,
and after a brief stop continued on to
Eta, with the Roosevelt a few days eail
behind.

Natives Anxious to Go.

“We w-re hiring Esquimos in both places
and all were nearly frantic to go for to
many of them the commander is little less
than a deity. He has been among them
before and given’ them guns and powder
and food—articles they appreciate. When
we told them Peary was coming and wae
wanting men to help him find the pole,
they were tremendously pleased. One old
fellow in his haste to get to shore and
spread the news almost overturned his
kyak.”

Mr. —— gave it as his opinion that if

the Roosevelt reaches 83 degrees the dis-
covery of the pole is assured. The dis-
tance from that degree tc the pole is
about 480 nautical miles or 600 land miles.
The journey from the ship across the deso-
late reaches of frozen ocean will be the
supreme effort of the undertaking.
_“He will likely start as soon as it be-
cbmes light enough in February and it is
possible that word of his success or fail-
ure will reach civilization by the following
autumn, It is perilous work crossing the
ice fields. I have made a couple of trips
to the far north and the obstacles and
dangers to be ericountered are many. Sup-
pose this city was blown up by dynamite
—buildings all shattered and piled across
each other., This will give you some idea
as to the shape and size of the ice through
which he must pass. He will not take any
of the ehip’s regular crew with him on his
fina] dash. His companions will be Es-
kimos and dozens of sledges loaded with
provigions and hauled by husky dogs will
complete his outfit. When we left him
at Eta he had upwards of 400 dogs on
board and about sixty Esquimos. There
will be no riding on the sledges. They are
for provisions alone.”

The commander was fully confident of
Jocating the-pole.
