Mr. Robertson bills relating to side and
top wharfage in the city of St. John and
to enable the city of St. John to operate
a street railway on the western side of
the harbor and in Lancaster.

Petitions were presented by Messrs.
Ryan, Robertson, Clark, Maxwell, Lan-
talum, Hon. Mr. Sweeney and King.

The petition of Oscar Hanson and others
presented by Mr. Clark praying for the
erection of a retaining wall in Lepreaux
village, Mr. Speaker replied that as' it in-
volted a money grant it could not be in-
troduced by a private member.

The house went into committee, Mr.
Hartt in the chair, and took up the bill
to enable the city of Fredericton to aid
industrial enterprices, when Hon. Mr.
Tweedie took the ground that this' was
a new departure inasmuch as it author-
ized ‘tlie city councillors, who were mnot
elected on any such issue, to add to the
civic indebtedness without consulting the
ratepayers.

$3,541.315. Now this. is a correct state-
ment of our financial position and when

they speak of balances due the bank they |

forget that we. only received payment on
the first of July and the first of January
in each year from the dominion govern-
ment amd that our crown ladd revenue
does mot come in until after the 3lst of
October. For instance on the 30th June

we might owe ‘the bank $300,000 and on|

the 2nd of July, two days later, this debt
might be reduced to $20,000.
