A SURPLUS OF LABOR
here. It has often been a question in my 
mind, whether or not the Canadian Gov­
ernment, in their endeavors to get immi 
grants, ever think of finding them in the 
United States. The costof living in Cana 
da is small compared with the States. 
Thousands of able bodied men are willing 
to work here lor $1 50 or less, and many 
clerks and others struggle to support them­
selves on a salary of $500 a year. When 
these people seek a change of locality it 
is either the West or South that at­
tracts them, and they go there, in 
many instances, only to add to the 
crowds of unemployed, or, it may be, to do 
double labor under the most aggravating 
circumstances, at the same wages they get 
here. Such a place as Canada is not 
known, or, if known at all, has the repu­
tation of being a poor, sterile country, and 
populated by mean, crochetty people, in 
tensely loyal and severely religious. The 
people never read Canadian newspapers, 
but get their information Irom the Phila­
delphia Press, horlh American and In­
quirer, papers that frequently misrepresent 
Canada. One gives the name of Canada 
to Ontario, while another is doubtful if the 
name of Canada should be given to your 
country at all, alter having been called 
“ the Canadies" !! and in writing of you 
use freely the terms “ our Northern neigh­
bors” and “ the Provinces.”

The bark “ Alumina” is being dis­
charged as rapidly as the circumstances 
will permit, her topmasts, topgallantmasts, 
yards, rigging and running gear arc being 
t iken off her to lighten her as much as poi- 
sible.

As she has been very much 
strained, and the injuries received cannot 
be repaired here, it is quite probable she 
will be condemned and sold.

British and Foreign.
The Burning ol 500 Coolies.

The Education and Labor Committee 
ol the British House of Commons have 
been endeavoring to bring up a bill to 
prohibit tho importation of coolies. The 
necessity of some such enactment is 
illustrated in a recent report to the Eng­
lish Parliament. This report contains an 
account of the horrible death by burning 
of five hundred coolies, who had been kid­
napped and shipped, under the flag of the 
Portuguese Government, and were being 
conveyed in a vessel called the Don Juan 
from Macao to Peru. Once on board, this 
large multitude was placed literally in 
prison—penned on the main deck and fast­
ened down by three iron gratings, which 
closed tho hatches, ten coolies at a time 
only being allowed to come on deck. The 
ship sailed in fair weather Irom Macao. 
On the second day of the voyage, as declar­
ed by Henken, an Austrian seaman, the 
Captain selected twenty coolies and put 
them in irons, with much brutality, as an 
example to the others. On the third day 
a difficulty arose about tho food passed 
down to the emigrants. The interpreter 
got angry, and struck those who complain 
ed with his cane, whereupon the wretched 
coolies made a rush at their European jail 
ers. The iron batches were immediately 
slammed back upon them, and when the 
poor creatures beat upon the beams and 
planks to get air, muskets were fired down 
into the crowd. It then appeara that in 
desperation some lew of the coolies set fire 
to a storeroom forward, hoping no doubt to 
free the crew to throw their prison open. 
The sailors tried to pump water down upon 
the seat of the conflagration, but the fren­
zied men below passed the hose out of the 
port holes, so that pumping became useless. 
The fire spread beyond all control, the 
s aoke suffocating the mass of coolies at 
either end, who bad taken no part in the 
previous proceedings. The miserable pri 
siners beat at the iron gratings, tore at the 
lastenings of the deck, and even endeavor 
ed to get np-to the air through the ventila­
tors. The crew lowered the boats and 
pushed off from the burning vessel, leaving 
that mass ol human creatures pent in a 
floating hell The survivors of the six 
hundred and fifty five below found some 
means of bursting the fore hatch, and 
about a hundred emerged and leaped into 
the sea. A few of these were picked up 
the next morning by fishing boats. It is a 
disgrace to Portugal that she sanctions a 
commerce attended with such horrors, and 
the bill to prohibit the trade in coolies un­
der the American flag should ' receive 
prompt consideration by Congress.

Building Enterprise.—Great advance 
in Real Estate.—The Lumber Trade. 
—Public Institutions.—Commercial 
Statistics.—Practical Suggestions for 
Canadians.

Philadelphia, May 13 
There seems to be an impression abroad 

that Philadelphia ie a slow-moulded and 
inactive place, but practical experience and 
observation will dispel all such notions. 
Just now, two of her sons, Messrs. Drexe) 
A Childs, are taking the New Yorkers by 
surprise, having commenced to take down 
ten brick buildings at the corner of Broad 
and Wall streets, in New York, to make 
room for a magnificent banking house.

The limits of this city cover
A GREATER AREA OF GROUND 

than any other city upon the continent. 
Its population is less than that of New 
York, but it has 7,600 houses more than 
that city, and new buildings are continual 
ly going up in every ward Last year in 
the month of April alone 745 building per­
mits were issued ; this year, in the same 
month, 800 were granted, principally for 
two and three story brick buildings. How 
many in St. John 7 These buildings are 
often constructed by Building Associations 
or contractors on speculation, and every 
man working on them has security for his 
wages in what is legally called a lien, which 
is not the case everywhere.

building associations 
are numerous and generally prosperous. 
Any one by purchasing stock and paying 
in a specified sum monthly, on the rental 
plan, will find himself in a few years in 
possession of a good house and lot ; besides 
this, any member of good standing can 
borrow money by paying the usual rate of 
interest. You must not suppose that the 
number of new buildings indicates a great 
demand for them ; in many instances these 
buildings remain tenantless for some time, 
and “ to let” and “ for sale” may be sefen 
on these as well as other buildings. The 
great demand for real estate appear to be 
on Chestnut and Eighth streets. A few 
years ago a lot on Chestnut street was said 
to be high at $120,000, but now a lot very 
near it, aame size, and no better place for 
business, has just been sold for $160,000. 
On tbe same street, $220,000 has been re­
fused for a property that was bought with- 
in a year for $62,000.

Aspirants to the White House at Wash­
ington turn up daily, until the axiom, 
dear to the school-teacher’s heart, that any 
boy may look forward to becoming some day 
President of the United States, threatens 
to result in an attempt on the part of am­
bitions citizens to all attain that exalted 
position forthwith. Worse yet, the evil is 
not limited to the sterner sex. A “ con­
vention” in New York last week nominated 
Miss Viotoria Woodbull, with Frederick 
Douglass for Vice-President. George 
Francis Train ia a sell-nominated standing 
candidate. Judge Davis is the ohoice of 
the workingmen's party. The Democratic 
nominee is yet unknown, while General 
Grant will probably be made tbe regular 
Republican candidate. All things eonsidor- 
ed, we may look for lively times in 
political circles during the coming sum­
mer.

Dominion Parliament.
[by telegraph to the evening papers.] 

Ottawa, May 16.
In the House, after recess yesterday, the 

debate was resumed by Cartier, who spoke 
in French for an heur.

Campbell, of Guysboro, contended that 
the wish of tbe country was, that the 
Treaty should be accepted.

Boards of Trade throughout the country 
memorialized Government on every occa­
sion when the interests of commerce were 
at stake, and in this instance they were 
silent, notwithstanding the importance of 
the measure,

Dorion censured the policy of the Minis­
try in the whole matter, and condemned 
the continual concessions made by England 
to the United States. Tbe feeling of tbe 
country was against the ratification of the 
Treaty, and the Minister of Militia, in ^ 
addressing his followers in French, felt so 
when be implored them to sacrifice their 
fisheries, their feelings and their rights on 
the altars of their country, and support 
the Government in the adoption of the 
Treaty, although they knew their interests 
would suffer by it. No doubt they would 
do his bidding now as before.

Ministerialists had admitted the Treaty 
could not be defended on Colonial grounds, 
though in Imperial interests it might. 
When the choice of sacrificing Canadian 
iitereets or acting contrary to Imperial 
wishes was before the Premier, he had a 
right to retire from the Commission 
when Canada was required to yield ip i/0 
rights as a sacrifice to the interests of the 
Empire, the Government should have act­
ed the manly part of yielding them with- 
oat reward, and not insult the country fcy 
the offer of English endorsement of a note 
as a bribe for the ratification of the Treaty. 
(Opposition cheers.)

Smith, of Westmorland, took similar 
ground and contended that the ties that 
bound this colony to England were gradual­
ly weakening, and the time would come 
when Canada would seek independence.
He censured the policy of honorable gents 
hounding down statesmen who dared to 
utter such sentiments. On grounds of ex­
pediency only would he assent to tbe ac­
ceptance of tbe Treaty.

Chauveau, Baker, Macdonald, of Lunen­
burg, and Street spoke in support of tbe 
Treaty.

Fortin contended that the Treaty was 
unjust to our Fisheries, and he would 
therefore vote against it, and also the 
amendment.

At three o’clock this morning, Opposi­
tion askod an adjournment of the debate 
which was granted.

The vote is expected to be taken to- • 
night.

and your “ through” immigrants from the 
Old Country made to count ns so many 
fleeing from Canada ! Now surely there 
are officials in Ottawa who might in n 
great measure prevent these misrepresen 
tations, by writing a good news and politi 
cal letter, weekly, to one of the populm 
papers of New York, Philadelphia or Bos 
ton. Such a letter, in my opinion, would 
remove many of the prejudices these people 
have against Canada, and be the means ol 
attracting to your country not only the sur 
plus labor of this, but tbe American capi 
talist, who is always on the lookout lot 
good investment.

A Presidential candidate, with any 
prospect of élection, becomes an object of 
profound interest to two clssses. His 
record is scanned carefully by his enemies, 
in order to find his weak points, while his 
family tree is as earnestly scrutinized hy 
anxious place-hunting relatives. It is 
difficult to say which of the two searchers 
most minutely and diligently follows the 
investigation. The enemy has perhaps 
the most ingenuity and constructive 
ability, besides a florid imagination, 
capable of distorting facts, eliminating un 
welcome truths, and supplying desirable 
incidents ; but the office-seeker can follow 
up a genealogical trail until the voice of 
nature proclaims him a distant but loving 
kinsman ; and when the tie of blood is 
onoe established, that much removed 
cousin will secure an office, or die on tbe 
eteps of the White House. After all, tbe 
office-seeker is limited to one family, or, at 
the outside, one tribe ; but tbe enemy has 
the whole range of the civil and moral law, 
tbe decalogue, the new dispensation, the 
criminal code, the whole system of juris­
prudence, and the edicts of custom and 
fashion ; and it is hard but be shall find 
you a flaw in the candidate's character, if 
not a blot on his whole escutcheon. Then, 
too, he has the benefit of the office-seeker’s 
investigation ; and should he fail to affix a 
crime or scandal on tbe principal object, he 
can easily rake up the transgressions of his 
progenitors and relations back to the 
dawn of history.

Thus the candidate suffers from friend 
end foe. The former procures relations for 
him ; and the latter procures characters to 
fit them. He himself may not have com­
mitted an indiscreet murder or an injudi­
cious burglary ; but can he prove that his 
great-grandfather’s maternal uncle didn’t 
indulge in larceny 7 But it is seldom ne 
oessary to go so far back. If the candidate 
be of obsure origin, as presidential ones 
lately have been, it is easy to imagine for 
him a childhood of vice and a youth ol in 
famy. Was he, like General Grant,'a re-: 
aident of California in early fife ? Mr, 
“ Brick” Pomeroy will have mated him to 
a Digger Squaw, giving the lady’s name 
and parentage, and Will then inquire, with 
the tone of indignant virtue, why the mis­
creant has deserted that untutored but 
fond partner? Does the victim deny the 
accusation? Generally not. flew men oare 
to bandy words with a common scold, and 
so be is denounced as having tacitly con­
fessed his guilt. The “tacit confession” 
always carries great weight—with idiots.

Horace Greeley is not generally consid­
ered a malignant ruffiaa or unscrupulous 
demagogue. But the New York Times, 
commenting upon an address to him from 
an Irish Republican Club, wishes to know 
if Mr. Greeley is a low demagogue, truck­
ling to the mob. "Is Mr, Greeley bargain­
ing for the Irish vole, and will be next bo 
seen wearing a greeh seat and smoking e 
vile ‘dudeen’7’’ Mr. Greeley says no­
thing. Then tbe indignant Times says 
that Mr. Greeley’s shallow device of wear­
ing a" green coat, smoking a short pipe, and 
drinking whiakey, will not deceive intelli­
gent people. True, ao one, not even the 
Times, ever eaid Mr. Greeley indulged in 
those ethereal pastimes, but, on the other 
hand, no one said he didn't, and so the re­
spectable journal infers his tacitly confes­
sed guilt. In truth, it is pleasant to be a 
Presidential candidate, but a modest man s 
ambition would be satisfied with the pil­
lory.

New Brunswick Commoners on the 
Treaty.

Col. Grit could not approve of some ol 
the remarks of the Hon. Secretary of State; 
those in which he defended the course of 
the Fenians.

Mr. Howe denied he had defended them.
Col. Gray had understood him to do so, 

bat as the bon: member had explained h< 
would not proceed further, but he coula 
not consent to approve of an organization 
which had cut down one of the greatest 
ornaments of this House, and which had 
inflicted on Canada the greatest troubles ol 
her existence. He then proceeded to dea 
with the treaty, and contended Canada had 
lost no rights, as without her consent no 
American fisherman could drop a line in 
her waters. He combatted the argu­
ment ol the hon. member lor Bothweli 
who bad blamed tbe Premier for not having 
had introduced a clause admitting Cana 
dian fish and fish oil into the American 
markets free of duty, made more compte 
hensive. He (Col Gray) pointed out thaï 
this clause would not bear the construe 
tion put upon it by the bon member, as 
the oil bearing fish was caught outside tin 
three mile limit. W ith regard to the Na­
tional Policy he pointed out that the offei 
of reciprocity in coal, salt, &e., had been 
made on the 7th of March, and that the 
National policy had been repealed on the 
25th of March. He regretted that si 
many ol the supporters of the Government 
had so soon forgotten the child of their 
love, and he also regretted that the Minis 
ter of Justice had not given the House 
some intimation of the importance ol 
the matter. He showed how beneficial was 
the extension of the bonding privilege, in 
view of the change in the tea trade which 
now came by San Francisco. He also argued 
that the articles respecting the coasting 
trade would give to the ship owners ol On 
tario nearly the whole coasting trade of the 
lakes, and tho carrying ol the products ol 
the lakes. He reverted to the St. Clair 
Flats Canal, and contended that there 
would bo equal use of it to both countries. 
As to the rules regulating marine neutral­
ity, it was of the greatest importance to 
Canada and her commerce, and should be 
strictly defined so that Canadian interests 
might be served, and this was done hy the 
treaty. The peaceful understanding 
which would be besides obtained for this 
country was of incalculable benefit, as the 
next 10 or 12 years would be years of the 
greatest importance lor tbe growth of tbe 
country, mentally ns well as materially. 
As to the fisheries, he admitted their great 
value, and doubted whether if this country 
was independent and able to maintain her 
own rights, nnÿ compensation would be 

idered equivalent lor the joint use of 
them. But Canada was not in that posi 
tion, and therefore it was desirable to sec 
the benefits that could be derived from 
them. A market was provided, and terri­
torial rights had been acknowledged, 
which, on the termination of the treaty, 
would revert to this country. He agreed 
that tbe opposition had stated, as f ully as 
could be done, all tbe objections to the 
treaty, and if they did not convince the 
House or the country, it was en evidence 
that both felt the treat 
Tbe member for West 
attention eloquently to the motto ol Great 
Britain—“ God and my right.” He felt it 
was a noble appeal, but he asked what 
right had been sacrificed, or how had the 
honor of Canada been sacrificed ?

They are all poor men who 
spend the winter knitting nets and repair­
ing, boats, and depend upon their success 
in fishing for the support of their families— 
a peaceful avocation, in which they and 
their fathers have been engaged from gen­
eration to generation. They were suddenly 
pounced upon by a steamer armed with 
cannon and filled with chivalrous men. 
Th -y were pursued and captured upon their 
own shore, and at their own doorsteps.

Hundreds of these poor men aie thus de­
prived of their means of support. Their 
property, often all they possess in the 
world, is seized and confiscated. " Fines are 
i nposed, and in default of payment they 
arc compelled to suffer incarceration in 
scandalous Deleware jails, or as an alter­
native, subjection to that peculiarly Dele- 

institution, the whippingpost. We 
agree with Gov. Parker in deprecating 
retaliatory measures in kind, but hope if 
there is anything in the revamped claim it 
will be speedily settled, lest another armed 
invasioe ol New Jersey by the worse than 
Canadian Blue-noses of Deleware should 
find the plundered fishermen neither sur­
prised hor unprepared.

as well as private residences, stores and 
warehouses. A new Masonic Temple is 
being built of granite, at a cost of one and 
a half million dollars, and is to be finished 
next year. The stairway to tbe entrance 
is a very elaborate design, in which the 
pillars form a prominent feature. The 
Academy of Fine Arts is to be built near 
tbe Temple, on a lot 100x860 leet, which 
cost $100,000. Twenty-five gentlemen 
bavejoined in subscribing $230,000 towards 
tho fond for building it. The Mercantile 
Library is quite an institution. It con­
tains 70,000 volumes, 400 newspapers and 
magazines, and 84 chess tables, a writing 
room and a conversation room lor gentle 
men and several rooms for ladies. New 
Brunswick is not represented among the 
newspapers, many of which are sent gra­
tuitously. Why not one from St John ?

THE PASSENGER RAILWAYS
with upwards of 200 miles of track are tbe 
motive power of Philadelphia ; they run 
upon nearly every street,and a five mile ride 
can be bad for seven cents, in fine airy cars 
with soit velvety seats. 800 cars and over 
400 horses and mules constitute tbe rolling 
stock. Three or four lines running to the 
Park, about three miles from the centre of 
business, are well patronised in the sum­
mer season.

Nearly all branches of business at pre­
sent are in a flourishing condition. The

PROSPEROUS FOR THE FISHERMEN
on the Deleware. The markets at present 
-are well filled with iresh shad, herring, 
perch and sturgeon, while the stock of 
salt (very salt) fish in .the stores is, as 
usual, well kept up, to supply the constant 
demand, the brands being chiefly Massa­
chusetts, Maine, and Nova Scotia. A new 
feature in the fish trade, it is said,will soon 
be California Salmon, which are to bo 
transported in tanks from the Pacific 
Coast, to supply the Atlantic cities, and 
salt fish returned in the tanks. Tbe oyster 
season has just closed ; during the winter 
from 40 to 50 vessels were constantly dis­
charging at the wharves, and the consump 
tion has been extraordinary.
