The delay 
of carrying a suite through the Ecolesi- 
astical Courts was such, that pending 
the settlement of a debated point, a 
parish might be thrown into confusion 
for years, and the parties to the dispute 
might be dead, before the question was 
decided. As to the expense, the mere 
trying of the simple question, whether a 
clergyman had committed an irregular­
ity in the performance of Divine worship, 
assumed very formidable proportions. In 
the case of Shepherd vs. Bennett, the 
total amount of taxed costa reached the 
sum of £11,015, and in Hebbert vs.

If the clergyman be 
sound guilty of the charges, the court 
will have the power of admonishing, and 
if after the monition, it shall be proved 
to the Bishop by affidavit, that such 
munition has not been obeyed, then the 
Bishop shall inhibit the incumbent from 
performing any service of the church for 
three months, or until such time as he 
shall undertake, in writing, to pay due 
obedience to the monition of the court. 
During the time that the incumbent is 
under inhibition the bishop shall provide 
for the services of the church and the 
cure of souls, and the money accruing to 
the incumbent shall be paid to the Bish­
op, and applied by him in the first in­
stance to defray the costs of such pro­
vision, and afterwards to such other 
ecclesiastical purposes connected with 
the parish, as he may determine. In 
case, however that the incumbent should 
feel aggrieved under the monition, he 
shall have the right of appealing within

ENGLAND AND THE GOLD COAST.— 
It is suggested that England should 
retire from the Gold Coast, her govern- 
meet there having been very expensive, 
and not prosperous enough to warrant 
its being carried on in so unhealthy a 
climate. The chief argument which is 
to bear against this it a telling remark 
that the late war, as well as all that has 
hitherto been done there, will be thrown 
away, and England is not yet ready to 
confess that she has conquered the black 
men for nothing. This however, is not 
the best argument. England has occu­
pied that eoast confessedly as an atone­
ment for her sins in the slave trading 
days, and has nobly endeavored to make 
up for the national crimes referred to. 
Such a Christian duty, even if fulfilled, 
however, imposes another. It remains 
to be asked whether England has any 
right to leave to anarchy and barbarism 
worse than that which she found there, 
a country which is now committed to her 
care, for none will deny that civilization 
is sure to leave her vines and her dis­
orders if she does not maintain order 
and virtue. It is confessed on all hands 
that great improvements are possible in 
the management of the affairs of that 
colony, and that the large amount ot 
attention, phililanthropic and scientific, 
which has recently been turned io that 
direction, will doubtless bear fruit in 
greatly ameliorating the condition of 
things. It seems like a star upon Divine 
Providence to suppose that a country 
redundant in its production of vegetable 
and animal nature, as well as of human 
beings should be beyond the reach of 
established order and civilisation. The 
Africans whom Livingstone has dis­
covered posse* a much higher order of 
civilization than those who have been 
demoralized by the evil influences of the 
slave, fostered by intercourse with ( hris- 
tian nations. To right the wrongs pro­
duced upon these heathen regions by 
christendom is a work by no means 
finished, but we look forward to the time 
when the luxuriant hills and valleys of 
Africa shall be the home of prosperous 
and enlightened commercial and Chris­
tian communities.

The bounds of the earth seem to be 
so narrowed by discoveries and investig- 
ationa that men, even of this generation, 
are inclined to grumble that the age of 
grand geological surprises is past, and 
that there is nothing new that can now 
reward the explorer. Still, if one looks 
ata map, there is much vacant land yet 
remaining. We have abolished flying 
serpents and wiped out the Mountains 
of the Moon from the great bank of the 
African continent ; but Livingstone has 
not monopolized the whole of that quarter 
of the globe. Then there is Borneo, 
the possible home of the otherwise “ob­
solete dodo.” that invitee the discoverer s 
presence. There is yet a good deal to 
be learnt in our own Northwest terri-, 
tories, without intrenching on the in­
teresting or unproductive investigations 
of the polar regions. Australia, how­
ever, seems to offer one of the grandest 
fields yet open to explorers. There ia 
everything there to tempt a venturesome 
spirit. There is an absolutely unknown 
central region; there is danger, both 
from man and from nature ; and there 
is the probability of achieving something 
that will materially benefit one or all 
of the Colonies into which that large 
land is divided. Only the other day 
we were told of Colonel Egerton haying 
traversed its whole length and arrived 
at Perth; and we have all heard some­
thing of Duke and Wills, and the others 
whose success or failure has been com­
memorated by their admiring country -

nine million acres out of nineteen.
Of course the cultivation of these 

vast estates is out of the question, and 
the Duke of Sutherland’s estate yields 
an average of only a shilling an acre, 
while there are small estates in Scotland 
which yield two pounds to the acre. 
These immense estates prevent agricui- 
tural improvements and keep down pop- 
vlation. The proprietors cannot afford 
the trouble of looking after small tenants, 
building cottages, and draining moors, 
and providing schools and charities. 
They find sheep much easier to tend

But it appears that the titles of these 
estates are of the most shadow character. 
Most of them belonged originally to the 
tribe or elan, and the chief exacted a 
-mall portion of the produce from his 
followers and retainers. This annual 
tax increased and hardened in time into 
i regular rent, and finally left the estates 
by a sort of general consent io the hands 
of the few great families who happened 
to hold them. They really belong to 
the clan, and the land reformers who 
are protecting so loudly against land 
monopoly find their arguments against 
the present unequal distribution of land­
ed property all ready shaped to their 
hands. The evils of the present system 
are patent, but the teeth of monopoly, 
like those of the tortoise, never willing­
ly let go what once they have fastened 
upon.

Was referred to the Committee on Bank­
ing without division, and it is there the 
contest has been going on for the last 
two or three days, It is understood 
that one or two Senators are interested 
in the continuance of the present ar- 
rangements, and Lord Monk, who is 
the chairman of the company has, we 
believe, telegraphed from England to 
complain of the measure as an infringe- 
ment of vested rights. That, however, 
ought to have been avoided by the bill, 
which was stated to contain a clause 
protecting grants even of exclusive 
powers wherever they existed. But the 
value of the bill, if it had been carried 
in that shape, would, for the purpose 
for which it was intended, have turned 
upon a question which we understand is 
somewhat debated—that is to say, 
whether the company now in possession 
has any legal right to land in Nova 
Scotia, or on any other part of the 
Dominion. If it have, the measure in 
the shape just described, would not 
have interfered with its privileges. If 
it have not, and at present only lands 
on sufferance, it could not have com­
plained of an infringement of vested 
rights which did not exist, and never 
has existed. The charters granting 
these monopolies being against the pub­
lic interests, must be construed strictly, 
and the owners of them must be allowed 
to claim no more than they really possess. 
But with this proviso, their rights ought 
to be as sacredly maintained as any 
other description of property, for after 
all they depend upon just the same 
principles. Men obtain in order that 
they may apply it to useful purposes, 
that which was useless before, and 
might have continued useless for ages 
without their intervention, enterprise and 
adventure. It is the same thing whether 
it is a lot of wild land, a water privilege, 
or the landing of a telegraphic cable. 
The moral title, apart from the legal 
title, consists in the reduction of that 
which had no value while in a state of 
nature, to the service of mankind, and 
he who effects that reduction has ajust 
claim to the profite of ownership. He 
had indeed created the ownership, not 
by creating the material part of the 
property, but in giving it the value in 
which alone the idea of property con- 
sists. We have no sympathy, there­
fore. with those who would deal lightly 
with rights of the description of those 
affected by this bill, and who set up the 
pretence that because large profits bare 
been made by the owners of the Atlantic 
telegraph they should not be deprived 
of the powers which may have been 
conceded when it was doubtful whether 
their enterprise would result in profit or 
loss. The men who have converted a 
range of rugged rocks into an important 
element in the transmission of instantane­
ous messages, between two continents, 
are entitled to whatever property they 
have thus acquired. On the other hand, 
we would give them no more than they 
can claim under the strict letter of their 
contract, honestly interpreted. Because, 
while they have incurred a risk in invest­
ing their money, so Las the public in 
granting privileges which, small at the 
moment have become enormous in the 
result. The debate in the Committee 
and in the Senate has turned upon the 
question whether both sides of this prob- 
lem should be considered, or only that 
one which no doubt, has about it the 
most popular characteristics. It has 
been decided in the sense of breaking 
up the monopoly without regarding the 
rights which any one may have in it. 
however justly acquired.

In the House of Common», on Thurs­
day last, Mr. Ross, the Minister of 
Militia, on the Orders of the Day being 
called, referred to a charge made against 
him a few evenings since by Sir John A. 
Macdonald, that he (Mr. Ross) had 
written a letter during the late Cape 
Breton election directing a Government 
official to vote for Mr. McKay, the 
Government candidate. This letter had 
since the charge was made, been publish- 
ed in a local Government paper. Mr. 
Ross now distinctly denied he had ever 
sent any such letter or telegram, or had 
used his influence as a Minister of the 
Crown, in a single instance to bias a vote.

BURSTING or A MOUNTAIN RESERVOIR 
IN MASSACHUSETTS— A TERRIBE 
CALAMITY.—The beautiful valley 

of Mill river, tributary of the Connecti- 
cut, near Northampton, Mass., was the 
scene of an awful calamity on the morn­
ing of the 16th last. At about 8 0 clock 
a. m. the dam of an immense water re- 
servoir, located high up among the bills, 
above the village of Williamsburg sud­
denly burst, and a tremendous flood pour­
ed down the river bed. overunning the 
banks and sweeping away like chaff 
whatever stood in its path. Dwelling 
houses with families peacefully sitting at 
the breakfast table were instantly swept 
to destruction. Great factories, milk, 
bridges, stores, and property of all kinds 
disappeared in a moment ; and upon the 
summit of the watery crest were to be 
seen the broken, roofs of buildings, tim­

bers, trees, wheels, pianos. household 
goods of every description.

The village of Williamsburg was first 
struck. One third part of the village 
was instantly ploughed through, leaving 
a broad bed of shapeless disfigured ruins 
of stones and debris where cottages, 
flowers, and scenes of peaceful beauty 
had previously existed. Many of the 
principal dwellings, factories, and other 
buildings were taken off, and a large 
number of the inhabitants perished.

Haydenville seems to have been un­
fortunately situated between two river 
curves, and hence, at one end of the 
town, are to be seen the effects of the 
madly rushing torrent ; in a sweep of 
highland at the other, the effects of the 
devastating undercurrent of the back 
water’ as it receded from and finally 
leaped over the lower bank. The great 
brass works of Hayden & Co. were first 
swept, by a wall of debris free fifteen to 
to twenty feet high, and with the added 
momentum the flood went over the 
road bed. devastating lawns and 
porticos of houses, leaving a boiler 2,000 
from its original position, and placing it 
on an elevated spot in front of a house, 
tearing out the stone sides of the river 
and placing the boulders in the 
bed of the channel or on the sidewalk, 
and sweeping men, women and children 
into eternity. Wooden houses were 
seen to come bounding along like corks, 
and from the interior of more than one 
were heard the shrieks of wives and 
daughters, whom their husbands and 
fathers had left a few moments before io 
fancied security. It was a sight which 
paralyzed every beholder.

At Skinnersville, the most frightful 
of all as regards extent of damage to 
property, took place in Skinnersville, 
although fewer lives were lost than else­
where. Only three houses were left 
standing in the village.

On the main street and village green 
of Leeds only three buildings remain. 
The Nonotuck silk factory, a solid struc­
ture, together with its costly dam, 
quickly fell, thee the Emery Wheel Co.’s 
premises, the engine house, church, 
Wagners’ button factory, and all the 
ether buildings in the vicinity.

Over one hundred and fifty lives were 
lost, and property destroyed to the 
amount of between one million and two 
millions of dollars. *

This terrible calamity was due to the 
weakness and construction of the reservoir 
dam, built six years ago. Its condition 
has at all times been a cause of uneasiness 
to knowing ones at Williamsburg.

The time has at last come 
when the olive branch has to give way 
to the sword of Justice, and some form 
of law and order become characteristic 
of the church of the nation. Whether 
the proposed Bill will ever become law as 
it stands at present is hard to say—but 
the mode in which such a starting pro- 
position was received by the Upper 
House must lead us to suppose that the 
law makers of England are ready for 
the discussion of stringent enactments, 
and that the daring and defiant opposers 
of existing laws may prepare for mea- 
sures that nothing but their recklessness 
cculd ever have made popular.—Mon- 
treal Gazette.4

him go. Hume, the convict, had arrived 
at Brisbane with this information and 
with relies of Dr. Leichardt’s to con­
firm his story. So we presume that steps 
will be at once taken to release Mr. 
Classan from the bondage and isolation 
which he has already endured for twenty- 
five years. It will be remembered that 
a very similar fate—there is reason to 
belive—attended one officer, Crozier, of 
the Franklin expedition; as there is 
some evidence of his having survived 
hie companions for twenty long years 
amongst the Esquimaux—Nation.

11. Separate all weak, or thin, or sick, 
from those strong, in the fall, and give 
them special care.

12. If any sheepis hurt, catch it at 
once and wash the wound; and if it is 
fly time, apply spirits of turpentine 
daily, and always wash with something 
healing. If a limb is broken bind it up 
with splinters tightly, loosening as the 
limb swells.

13. Keep a number of good belle on 
the sheep.

14. Do not kt the sheep spoil their 
wool with chaff or burs.

15. Cut tag locks in early spring.
16. For scours give pulverised alum 

in wheat bran; prevent by taking great 
care in changing dry for green feed.
