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down-to-earth, stable and respon-
sible coach and co-ordinator of
the provinces. We thus need a
more decentralized,  grass-roots
type government where the av-
erage citizen can really feel he
is part of the policy and results
of the government and not just
by products.

Up to rather recently, 1 had
never really got deeply involved
in politics and parties as 1 felt
that the door mat was not set
out for the average citizen type.
Only when Paul Hellyer asked me
to be his New Brunswick’s scout
and analyser did 1 consider since
he was for letting the little guy
say something in politics i.e. de-
centralization and less bureau-
cracy.

As to the Tory convention in
which I was recently involved |
can only support the UNB stud-
ents voice and newspaper, the
Brunswickan which captioned this
particular Conservative nomina-
tion convention ‘“‘as a laughable
farce...as the already predetermin-
ed winner used every trick in
the book to ensure his nomina-
tion.” I can only add that it
is by far the most dirtiest and
gangster-styled campaign of poli-
tics that I have ever been as-
sociated with.
