VANCOUVER (CUP) — 
Student-led courses will be 
offered at the University of British 
Columbia for the first time in 
January 2000, giving students the 
chance to take full-credit classes 
for credit without a professor.

“What we’re trying to do is 
to pilot-test some courses just to 
see whether there’s interest among 
UBC students in this idea," said 
Neil Guppy, associate dean of 
Arts.

The other four pilot courses 
will deal with alternative medi­
cine, artificial intelligence, 
mathematical patterns found in 
nature, and resource development 
on northern Vancouver Island.
